Now, with only several torn out pages from the 
AAA Tour Book, they proceeded to see New York.

At the site they then braved the subway 
system and with the help of a family©s information

After leaving 
they stopped at 

a deli for lunch then started to work their way back to 
the pier. It started to rain but not hard so they stopped 
for some ice cream. By the time they got to the pier 
they only had a short wait. Dad wanted to have dinner 

at the yacht club then it was back to the boat. By this 
time it was dark, they were tired so we didn©t get much 
free time. 
 Thursday, June 03, 2004 - Day 305 - Dad made 
arrangements to rent a car and drive back to Toledo 
today. Their good friend and supporter, Bill Schroeder, 
is in a state of failing health. Mom and Dad are living 
Bill©s dream. He has been a loyal friend for years. Mom 
has to stay with the boat and us but that©s OK. Dad 
needs to be with Bill at this time. After Dad left, Mom 
was able to shower and get caught up on the e-mails. 
The rest of the day she spent just hanging around on 
the boat. She got a hold of Dad around 9:30 just as he 
was coming in to Ron and Angie©s house. She was 
relieved that he made it there OK. It took him around 
ten hours. It was a little confusing driving the New 
Jersey highways working his way back to Ohio 
 Fr iday, June 04, 2004 - Day 306 - Mom never left 
the boat today. She was able to organize all the 
brochures she has collected so far and give the galley a 
good cleaning. Other than that, she read books while 
we napped the day away. The horizon cleared so she 
could see the New York City skyline from the boat. 
The weather has turned a little chilly but nice. It©s so 
peaceful here.  
 Saturday, June 05, 2004 - Day 307 - Sure glad 
we©re tied to a mooring ball - it looks a little rough out 
in the open. It even feels like it©s fall. Dad started to 
head back to us. He left Toledo around 5:30 and was 
back aboard by 4:30. Mom had to break the sad news 
that Bill had passed away the night before. 
 Sunday, June 06, 2004 - Day 308 - The wind 
finally changed direction so the waves in the harbor 
had calmed down. The rain even stopped early in the 
morning but it was still chilly. Mom took the 
opportunity to do laundry while Paul, from the yacht 
club, followed Dad to return the rental car. While the 
clothes were in the dryer they went across the street for 
breakfast. Since there is no shore power while we are 
on a mooring and have been for so long, the things in 
the refrigerator are going to spoil. Running the motor 
just doesn©t charge the batteries enough to keep it 
going. When we are motoring for a long time or have 
shore power this isn©t a problem. It just has to be a 
trade off. Mom©s philosophy is "well, we just have to 
eat out more". Mom and Dad decided to take in a 
movie - "The Day After Tomorrow". Now that 
probably isn©t the movie to see just before entering 
New York harbor - see for yourself. Mom thinks they 
should head back south. 
 Monday, June 07, 2004 - Day 309 - They left real 
early this morning. It couldn©t have been past 6:30. 
They planned to take the 7:00 ferry but that didn©t work 
out. Instead they got the 10:00 one. Upon arriving 
again in Manhattan they walked a few blocks to 
Battery Park where they purchased ferry tickets to see 
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the Statue of Liberty and Ellis Island. Mom got loads 
of pictures of both and the Manhattan shoreline. When 
they returned they started to find the subway line that 
would take them to Times Square. With some 
difficulty they did find their way there. Dad wanted to 
stop and eat there so he could say that he had dinner in 
Times Square. They didn©t spend too much time there 
but got back on the subway and headed back to the 
waterfront area. Just as they were approaching the dock 
their ferry pulled away. The next one didn©t come for 
over an hour but they made good use of that time and 
walked further along the water to see some schooners 
that were docked.

It was very hazy on the water but with Dad©s 
navigation skills they made it into New York harbor 
with no problems. By 9:30 we were passing the Statue 
of Liberty and Ellis Island. Mom and Dad were very 
impressed with the New York area and would like to 
return again some time. Dad especially liked Times 
Square. Motor sailing up the Hudson River was a 
challenge because of so many ferries. They made it 
through and were sad to say goodbye to New York 
City. The landscape changed especially on the west 
bank. Soon there were steep cliffs and no buildings and 
on the east bank the city ran into one suburb after 
another. Around 2:00 they were beginning to leave the 
big cities and decided on an anchorage across the river 
from Tarrytown. 
 Wednesday, June 9, 2004 - Day 311 - Mom and 
Dad went ashore to see what©s in town. It©s going to be 
miserably hot and humid. After tying up at the Nyack 
Boat Club and they walked into town. Their first stop 
was a bank to convert the loose change collected. Next, 
they found the library where Dad©s bank statement was 
retrieved and Mom got caught up on the e-mails. The 
only problem with the library is that she isn©t able to 
connect the laptop computer and send the messages 
stored in it. After stopping for lunch they continued to 
check out the town. It was almost too hot to walk but 
they kept going. As they headed back to the boat club 
they just had to stop for ice cream. Once back at the 
club, they sat on the porch and watched the members 
prepare for their Wednesday races. When they made it 
back to the boat we were free at last. It got really hot 
inside. Mom and Dad were so tired that they soon fell 
asleep. While Mom was still sleeping Dad hauled the 
dingy up and secured it, then rounded us all up back 
into the boat. Around 11:30 we were all awakened by a 

nasty storm. The hatches and ports were quickly closed 
and Mom and Dad went into the cockpit and started the 
engine just in case the boat broke loose. Rusty and 
Cooley must have thought we were leaving and wanted 
out of the cabin. Mom let them out but put leashes on. 
The storm soon passed with no problems and everyone 
went back to bed.
