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What’s in a Name?  
Renata DeLaney 
 

What is in a name? When I bought my boat I 
put a lot of thought into what I would call it.  I 
thought of many things.  Each time I though I’d 
found the right name, I’d do a search on Lake 
Erie and find another boat with the same 
name.  And of course, I wanted something 
uniquely ‘me’.  So I kept searching.  I don’t 
know about her chosen name being ‘me’ but it 
is definitely unique.  If you were ever curious 
about “Limnaee”, read on. 
 

I had a seen a boat named “Oceanid” that 
was named as such because it was previously 
an ocean going charter boat in Florida.  Over 
the many years I’ve spent in school I had taken 
a comparative Greek mythology class and I 
had an idea.  If ‘Oceanids’ looked after 
seafaring individuals on the oceans, maybe 
there were other nymphs charged with other 
jobs.  Thus I came upon the name Limnaee 
(pronounced lim – nae – ee ), and the 
unanimous response is, “What the heck?”  So, 
below is everyone’s answer to ‘what the heck’! 
 

The Greeks believed that there was one 
‘river’ that ruled all waters of the earth.  It 
flowed around the world controlled by the god 
Oceanus.  Being very prolific, Oceanus had 
thousands of daughters who were all nymphs, 
which are very long lived mortal-like demi-
gods.  There are several categories of nymphs, 
each that look over certain geographical things, 
bringing luck and giving guidance to those 
within her realm.  Two such categories are the 
‘Oceanids’ (presiding over the oceans) and the 
‘Naiads’ (presiding over fresh waters).  Within 
the Naiads, each individual nymph has a 
particular name and was charged with looking 
over one of the types of fresh waters 
(fountains, lakes, streams, brooks, wells, etc.) 
Since my boat has always been on freshwater 
lakes (including the two previous owners), I 
chose to name my boat after the nymph 
presiding over fresh water lakes – Limnaee.
