 This November work on the final phase of sewer 
improvements on Edgewater Drive will begin. 
 A 24-inch gravity relief sewer will be installed from 
135th St. north on Edgewater Drive to 149th St.  The 
project is expected to take 4 to 6 months to complete.  
Traffic will be maintained. 

 This project is part of the Toledo Waterways 
Initiative, the City’s 15-year program to improve its 
aging sewer system. 
 As a result of this and other construction in the 
Point Place area, raw sewage will no longer be 
discharged into the Ottawa River during heavy rain.  
Instead, it will be pumped directly to the Bay View 
Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The 3-year series of 
sewer improvements will also provide some relief for 
basement flooding in the areas. 
 We recognize that dealing with the construction 
over the past year has been difficult for Point Place 
residents and business owners.  We appreciate your 
patience and are committed to working with you to 
minimize the inconvenience as much as possible 
during this next phase of construction.

Everyone had a great time and Mom was still wet 
long after they got back to the boat. Mom tried to 
transfer pictures from her camera to the computer but 
neither she nor Dad was able to figure out what went 
wrong. The pictures of the falls just wouldn©t transfer. 
We didn©t go out much because when they got back it 
started to rain again. After dinner everyone returned to 
the boats. Dad tried to watch a movie but couldn©t stay 
awake. Mom went out to see the fireworks but they 
weren©t visible. The trip to the falls though made the 
day.  
 Monday, July 05, 2004 - Day 337 - There were no 
fireworks last night because of the rain. They are 
rescheduled for tonight. The weather has cooled off a 
little and the wind has picked up - it©s a perfect day!  

 
 
The Bear had planned to leave today but decided to 
stay. There are a lot less boats now docked in town. 
Rejoice pulled in this afternoon and planned to put 
their mast up tomorrow. Everyone just relaxed this 
afternoon and shortly after dinner Mom and Dad sat on 
top of the boat and watched the fireworks. We really 
don©t like that loud noise but it didn©t last too long.  
 Tuesday, July 06, 2004 - Day 338 - The Bear left 
early and there were some sad goodbyes said. Three 
sailboats (including ours) were waiting to have their 
masts put up and the hoist was broke. The weather was 
perfect so it©s off to plan "B". Mom and Dad said they 
would stay and help the Walls with their mast but we 
were going to another marina. Eventually, the Walls 
decided to go too and Bill stayed behind to have the 
mast put up in Tonawanda. It was a sad day all around 
because now we were leaving the Erie Canal - what a 
beautiful area. Mom wants to turn around and go back 
the other way. All they had to do was motor around 
fifteen miles to the marina where they had made 
arrangements for the next day to put up the masts. This 
marina is outside of Buffalo and just before we enter 
the last lock of our trip. The weather has turned really 
hot so it will be a pleasure to get out on the open water 
as soon as possible. As soon as the boats were secure, 
Mom, Dad, Diane and Fred walked to two marine 
stores and stopped at McDonalds. By the time they got 
back to the boats it was really hot. We all stayed down 
below with the "air conditioning" (fan) on. It wasn©t so 
bad then. After all, it was time for Dad©s afternoon nap. 
Mom took one too. It was just getting dark when they 
went to Rejoice to visit. At first they trusted us to stay 
on the boat but that didn©t last long. Mom had to come 
back and put the leashes on all of us. 
 Wednesday, July 07, 2004 - Day 339 - We got 
quite a thunderstorm very early this morning. By 8:00 
both boats had pulled around to the wall where the 
hoist was. The boats were ready but no one showed up 
until 9:00. They had a crew of four men plus Dad and 
Fred. First they put up the mast on Tara and before 
10:00 they left for a morning break. Forty-five minutes 
later they return to work on Rejoice. Before all the 
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stays were fastened it poured down with rain. Fred, 
Diane and Mom and Dad had to continue their work on 
the boats between rainfalls. It rained on and off the 
whole day. They did finish their work by late afternoon 
and decided to spend the night on the wall (another 
wall that we can©t jump on to). 
 Thursday, July 08, 2004 - Day 340 - Casting off 
the wall we entered our last lock (Black Rock Lock) at 
8:30. By 9:30 we were both docked at the Buffalo 
Yacht Club. Bill, who we had left in Tonawanda, had 
docked here and left shortly after we arrived. Now this 
is our kind of dock - just level with the deck of the 
boat. We kitties and Mom too love it. All three of us 
have gotten off and Rusty has already explored the 
boat next to us. She even escaped farther. She got on 
the dock, traveled on the main dock, climbed steps and 
wandered into the boat yard before Mom finally found 
her. Mom, Dad and the Walls had lunch in the club 
then returned to their boats before the rain started 
again. The temperature dropped and the wind picked 
up. It©s a good thing we got here when we did. After 
naptime everyone played dominoes with Fred so far in 
the lead.
