Earth Voyager, a 60-foot trimaran in a separate class
from most monohull boats, was the first to complete the
252 nautical mile course. The boat finished at 7:32p.m.
Sunday for a corrected time 49:34:01.

Equation finished Monday at 4:41a.m. for a corrected
time of 54:39:27.

The leader as of 8am. Monday was Natalie J,
followed by Main Street, said race chairman Phillip
Lyon.

“Main Street and Natalie J battled the whole way up
the lake,” Lyon said. “Main Sreet beat them to the
finish but couldn’t beat them by enough.”

Main Street finished at 7:22a.m. with a corrected
time of 51:59:26, while Natalie J came in at 7:36am.,
posting a corrected time of 50:02:49.

Hello Everyone,

The Meda Race of the Laser World Championship in
Cascais turned the overnight standings inside out, with
the victory and the Gold Meda going to Tatiana
Drozdovskaya from Bielorussia. | finished fifth in the
race and moved up one place in the standings to finish
fifth overall. My score also confirmed a USA entry for
the 2008 Olympic Games in Qingdao, China, next year.

| did well this week, although not as well as | hoped
to. The final was a tough little race sailed in a 20 knot
breeze, gusting into the upper 20s. | got a great start and
tacked out to the right just the way | planned to and
came back on starboard tack to cross the fleet. Then |
had a bad tack. At the weather mark there was only one

boat behind me
and | was last
when we

finished the run.
There's no room
for error at this
level.

I'd practiced
earlier in the day
on this part of
the course with



my training partner Tania Elias Calles and got a feel for
the conditions, so | broke away to the left and didn’t
follow the pack on the second beat. That put me back in
fourth place at the weather mark but | was just inched
out by China's Lijia Xu on the run and finished fifth.

Tatiana finished second in this race to win the series
with a points total of 47. Finland's Sari Multala was
third today to take second overall with 50 points. Petra
Nieman from Germany, who started today as the points
leader, finished seventh, just one point behind Sari with
51 points for third place. Three of us — Katarzyna
Szotynska from Poland, myself and Tania — were al on
55 points to end the week fourth, fifth and sixth
respectively.

It could have been better but I'm happy with the
results, given that the wind and conditions were not what
I'd trained for. We are expecting much lighter conditions
a the Pre-Olympic Regatta in Qingdao, next month.
