Ottawa River Dredging gets backing of Monroe County officials

Monroe County officials, fed up with the position of the state©s top environmental agency on
what they say is a critical economic development
initiative, are backing an Ottawa River dredging project
they say will boost the county©s sagging boating
industry.

"We©re supporting the businesses that are affected by
this," county Commissioner David Scott said.
The commissioners last night approved a resolution,
introduced by Mr. Scott, that supports the project
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proposed by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.
The plan calls for dredging about four miles of the

river and some of its tributaries in northwest Ohio and
southeast Michigan with the intent of raising low-water
levels that have reduced to a trickle boating activities
on parts of the river.

Mr. Scott believes the project could bring about $5
milli on annually into the county from boaters.
But the project, as currently proposed, has been
rejected by the Michigan Department of Environmental
Quality on grounds that it violates federal ecological
and environmental standards.

"Unless they change their opinion, it©s not going to
happen," said Kurt Erichsen, vice president of
environmental planning for the Toledo Area
Metropolitan Council of Governments, which supports
the project.

Also at issue, according to Mr. Erichsen, is the
funding of the project©s first phase planned for next
year - carving a channel from the Maumee River to the
Summit Street bridge. Of the projected $3.6 mil lion
cost, the corps will pay half the expense if it can get the
money appropriated from Congress as it deals with its
2005 budget. The city of Toledo has agreed to pay
about half the amount, and Erie Township is
contributing $100,000.

This is the fourth time since 1938 there has been an
attempt to dredge the river. The three previous efforts
failed, Mr. Erichsen told the commissioners last night.

"There are major hurdles yet, but this is the closest
we have been," he said.

Other parts of the project include dredging the
Halfway Creek and Hooper Run channels in Erie
Township. "The [township] board I know is behind the
dredging and would really li ke to see it happen,"
Supervisor Paul Mikels said.

The township two weeks ago approved an
expansion project proposed by the Lost Peninsula
Marina on Lost Peninsula with the idea that the
dredging eventually would occur, Mr. Mikels said.

Clyde Ehmann, owner of Bi-State Marine Service
on Hooper Run, said last night that he supported the
dredging because it would help his business. But in an
April letter to the corps, Mary Ellen Cromwell ,
assistant division chief of the Department of
Environmental Quality, said that, based on federal
guidelines, her office could not support the project
because it was concerned about potentiall y
contaminated sludge disposal and the destruction of
fauna, various fish species, and wildlife.

Mr. Erichsen said the river is not contaminated in
the area where it will be dredged, and provisions have
been made to safely store the sludge. He said the fauna
and fish will be better protected with deeper waters.

Mr. Scott said he©s disappointed by the department©s
stand on the project, which is why he proposed the

resolution. The department "has a history of giving us
fits," he said.

Once that was accomplished we again got on
our way. Now Mom was just thinking that things were
getting a little boring. Well not any more. The next
time (only about ten minutes later) the motor acted up
they went through the same routine but this time it was
something else and they decided to try to sail to the
next marina. Since the ICW was bending back and
forth and the wind was so light we didn©t make much
progress. They tried to reach Tow Boat US but

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couldn©t. People from other nearby boats were giving
advice. As we reached the next marina Dad radioed our
problem and there were people at the dock to help us
in. Some man even launched his dingy and pushed us
in to the dock. Dad first thought that there was water in
the oil then later thought it was fuel mixed in with the
oil . While Dad changed the fuel pump Josh finished
watching Mary Poppins and then helped Dad change
the oil but there was still something seriously wrong.
Mom contacted Tow Boat US and made arrangements
to be towed to the next marina in the morning that
would hopefully be able to fix our problem.

Fr iday, Apr il 30, 2004 - Day 271 - Everyone was
up before 6:30. Mom was able to get a shower in while
Dad and Josh got the boat ready to leave. The towboat
arrived a little after 8:00 and we were shortly on our
way north for about eleven miles. The tow had to come
about twenty-five miles from the south of us before
meeting up. The scenery was beautiful and he brought
us directly into a dock. Josh was thrilled because he got
to meet up with his friends from Canada. Even though
Mom and Dad had towing insurance it still cost
$250.00 out of their pocket, which wasn©t expected.
We were confined to the front quarter of the boat while
people kept coming and going to and from the boat. A
mechanic from the marina got all the oil changed and
with the new pump everything seemed to be working.
Meanwhile, Josh played hard with his friends. Mom
and Dad rented a car for the weekend and later in the
afternoon got dinner and stopped at Wal-Mart for
groceries. Upon returning to the boat, they put
everything away and by that time it was getting dark.
They decided to watch another movie. Thank goodness
for the VCR/DVD.

Saturday, May 01, 2004 ± 272 - It started raining
just after dark and continued most of the day. This is
the first rain we have encountered since Cumberland
Island. Mom and Dad were up in the middle of the
night stewing about the recent developments. Even
Josh woke up and was sent to lay down in the v-birth.
Everyone didn©t get moving until after 8:00. Josh was

up earlier and was playing his computer game. After
breakfast he was allowed to go play with his friends.
Around noon they locked us in and took off in the car.
They drove to where Rejoice was moored. There was
no sign of the rain quitting so they headed back to the
boat. About two hours later the rain had stopped and
the sun came out. Josh again went to play with his
friends and was told to come back for dinner at 5:00.
He came back hoping to eat earlier then after dinner he
headed out again. Later all the boys came to our boat to
play with the computer and see the movie Captain
Ron. By the time the movie was over it was late and
time to go to bed.

Sunday, May 02, 2004 - Day 273 - Dad spent the
morning changing the oil again while Mom put
together an early dinner. It rained a little so all the boys
came in and played games. Josh had only a little time
to play outside after the rain stopped. Dad took
advantage of no rain and sent Josh up the mast to
retrieve a flag halyard. Boy did he have fun doing that.
After dinner they loaded the courtesy van with Josh©s
clothes, books and homework. Mom drove the rental
car and returned it at the airport. They got Josh
checked in and had a couple of hours to spare so they
all went to the nearest mall . Soon it was time for Josh
to get ready to say goodbye and board the plane. It sure
was a sad day for all i ncluding us kitties. Everyone is
going to miss Josh. Upon returning to the boat Mom
and Dad decided it was time to wash the deck. Before
turning in for the night they watched another movie.
This is getting to be a habit.

Monday, May 03, 2004 - Day 274 - It was really
lonely getting up this morning and not seeing Josh. The
forecast wasn©t good but Dad still wanted to leave.
After settling the bill we again headed out into the
ICW. This was supposed to be a test run since our
engine (fuel pump) problem. It was raining but not
thunderstorms so we pushed on. We only went
fourteen miles but everything seems li ke "no problem".
Still close to Myrtle Beach we got free dockage at
Barefoot Landing where Rejoice has been since
Thursday. Barefoot Landing is a touristy shopping
center so Mom was happy. The skies cleared by mid
afternoon but the wind picked up. It is still a very
comfortable temperature around 70. Mom and Dad
walked around some and when they returned we all
took a nap. Mom and Dad had met four men sailing on
a 50 ft schooner that tied off a tugboat behind us. They
were invited to come aboard and see the inside. Dad
sure enjoyed the visit (and Mom too) because of his

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love of schooners.
Tuesday, May 4, 2004 - Day 275 - Most of the

boats that were docked at Barefoot cleared out this
morning. They were waiting for the weather to clear
because the ICW ahead was going to be a challenge.
First we went through "the rock pile" and made it with
no problem. After waiting some time for a bridge
opening and then refueling with a pump-out we were
on our way again. The tide was starting to go out so
our timing was critical. We had to make it to a pontoon
bridge before it closed at low tide. Now this is the only
working bridge of its kind left in the country. We just
missed the noon opening and Dad had dropped the
anchor to wait for the next one at one o©clock when the
bridge tender called and said he would send us through
right away because after that the bridge was going to
be closed for several hours. What good fortune to get
through because after that it was about three hours
before it opened again and there were about thirty
boats backed up before they could get through. The
next challenge was a cut called Lockwood©s Folley
where when the tide was out it was so shallow no one
could get through. By the time we made it there, three
sailboats (including Rejoice) were anchored waiting for
the tide to come in. We set anchor until it looked high
enough but as we proceeded there was a cruiser
coming from the opposite direction and he ran
aground. Three of us turned back. The guys from the
schooner launched their rubber dingy and told the three
of us to follow them. As they checked the depth we
followed single file with Tara  last. Of course when we
reached the area where the cruiser was we also got
stuck. The guys came back and with Dad powering the
boat they pushed us into deeper water and we were
again on our way. Both Fred and Dad decided to dock
at a marina near Southport, North Carolina rather than
anchor out for the night. Mom was able to catch up on
the Internet, take a shower and relax. Some other boats
that were caught at the bridge didn©t get in until after
sunset.

Wednesday, May 05, 2004 - Day 276 - Many of
the boats that were docked at the marina headed out

early. We didn©t leave until at least an hour later after
filling our water tanks. Crossing the Cape Fear inlet
was quite a challenge. There were so many channel
markers it was hard to sort out which was the route to
the ICW. After a few heated words between Mom and
Dad they got their bearings and found the entrance to
ICW protected waters once more. From then on it was
easy. By the time they got to their intended anchorage
at Wrightsvil le Beach it was before noon - a short day.
Setting the anchor proved a little difficult. With the
wind and the current Dad had to make a second setting
before we were secure. The wind never settled down,
consequently there were few people going ashore all
day. Guess they wanted to stay with their boats in case
there was trouble with their anchors. Mom spent the
afternoon reading and Dad napping till it  was
dinnertime. After dinner they watched another movie.
It©s too bad they can©t have popcorn with their movies
but when anchored there is no way to use the
microwave.

Chr istmas Tree Ship
From The Weather Channel

A ship loaded down with freshly cut spruce trees,
its deck covered with festive holiday decorations. The
captain jovially welcomes children and their families
aboard to select that perfect tree that will greet them
Christmas morning. For more than a century, this scene
has played out along the Chicago waterfront, first
aboard 19th century schooners, now aboard modern-
day Coast Guard vessels. It©s all part of the legend of
the Christmas tree ship, guided by a man who died at
its helm, carried on by the wife and daughters
determined to honor his legacy, and embraced by a city
that refuses to let the tradition die.

 On Sunday, November 28, The Weather Channel
shares this wonderful story as it premieres "The
Christmas Tree Ship: A Holiday Storm Story" at 9:00
PM (ET/PT).

The story begins with Herman Schuenemann, a
mariner in the lumber trade whose business combined
with his love of Old World traditions leads him to sell
Christmas trees from the deck of his ship docked along
the Chicago River. In time, his wife and three
daughters join him in the annual enterprise, bringing
their holiday cheer to the thousands of Chicagoans who
welcome the season with a visit to the Christmas Tree
Ship.

As its popularity grew, the practice of selling trees
from the ship took on increasing importance to
Schuenemann©s business, and at the end of a rough year
in 1912, he needed the financial boost the sale of the
Christmas trees would bring. Sailing from the

Michigan shore to return to Chicago, Schuenemann
couldn©t know that it would be his last trip. Caught in
gale force winds and laden with thousands of trees,
Schuenemann©s ship, the Rouse Simmons, strained in
Lake Michigan©s turbulent waters. As the gale turned
into blizzard conditions, the crew struggled to keep the
schooner afloat. Rescuers searching the following day
found no sign of the boat, or of any wreckage. The
Rouse Simmons was gone.

Knowing what her father would want, the eldest
daughter, Elsie, immediately rented a ship to be docked
along the Clark Street Bridge and set to selling trees
from that ship to the people of Chicago. For that and
twenty years after, his wife and daughters continued
the legacy that Herman Schuenemann had started in
the late 1800©s.

Years later, the U.S. Coast Guard resurrected the
tradition of the Christmas tree ship, loading one of its
own icebreakers with trees cut from the forests of
northern Michigan and giving them away to needy
famili es from the decks of the boat docked at historic
Navy Pier in Chicago. So now, more than a century
later, wide-eyed children are again invited to step onto
the deck of a majestic sailing vessel and select the tree
that will greet them Christmas morning ... and the
legend and tradition of the Christmas tree ship is
introduced to another generation.

This year, a Coast Guard vessel loaded with freshly
cut Christmas trees from northern Michigan will dock
at historic Navy Pier in Chicago from December 3-5,
handing out the trees to some of the city©s neediest
famili es. After its premiere on November 28, "The
Christmas Tree Ship: A Holiday Storm Story" will re-
air several times the following week on November 30
at 3:00 PM (ET/PT), December 2 at 12:00 PM
(ET/PT), December 3 at 9:00 PM (ET/PT), December
4 at 1:00 and 4:00 PM (ET/PT), and December 5 at
12:00 and 5:00 PM (ET/PT). It will also encore on
Christmas Eve at 8:00 and 11:00 PM (ET/PT) and once
more in 2004 on December 30 at 8:00 and 11:00 PM
(ET/PT).
