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U.S. Wants to Build a Lake Island

 Cuyahoga Falls – The federal government wants to 
build an island in Lake Erie just off downtown 
Cleveland.  The island would cover at least 100 acres 
and be made of muck and sand from the bottom of the 
Cuyahoga River and Cleveland Harbor that must be 
removed yearly to keep the river and harbor deep enough 
for ships to navigate.  The U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers is looking at eight potential sites along the 
shoreline between Bratenahl and Edgewater Park to 
dispose of the mud because its present disposal site at 
Burke Lakefront Airport is filling up.   

“But the best option is to create an island along the 
stone breakwall just to the east or west of the mouth of 
the river,”  said Philip Berkeley, chief of the planning 
services team, who spoke at a Cuyahoga River 
symposium Wednesday in Cuyahoga Falls.  “ It’ s the 
most logical site, though it’ s big and costly,”  said 
Berkeley, who is part of the team working on the plan. 

How costly?  “An estimated $100 million, with the 
local government chipping in $25 million,”  he said.  
Previously, the federal government paid 100% for 
disposal sites. 

The island would be about a half-mile off shore.  
What adds to the cost is that the mud must be held  

 
 

within a stone barrier.  “Lake Erie at the proposed site is 
25 feet to 30 feet deep,”  he said.  But don’ t look for an 
island off Cleveland until 2034, at the earliest. 

The corps wants to start building the framework in 
the next few years so it could start holding mud by 2014.  
The facility would be open for disposal a minimum of 20 
years.  A 100-acre island would be 10 times the size of 
Public Square or about four times larger than the entire 
Gateway complex of Jacobs Field, The Q and their 
attached parking garages. 

“Building an island along the breakwall would be 
consistent with Cleveland’s long-range lakefront plan, 
which City Council adopted in 2004,”  said Bob Brown, 
city planning director.  “ It’ s not a pipe dream,”  Brown 
said in a telephone interview.  “The dredge material has 
to be disposed of somewhere.  But can it be done in a 
manner that is beneficial to the community, and not just 
convenient to where the corps want to put it.”  

Over the years, the corps has added to Cleveland’s 
shoreline by creating sites to dispose of mud dredged 
from the river and harbor.  The most obvious is Dike 14, 
an 88-acre peninsula just east of downtown. 

River mud is contaminated with heavy metals and 
polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, which come from 
more than a century of industrial pollution along the 
river.  The pollutants cling to the mud, which is why it 
cannot be openly dumped into the lake and must be held 
in a confined disposal site.  But that doesn’ t mean the 
public can’ t use the disposal sites.   As at a landfill, clean

are within safe limits.  Planners are discussing turning 
Dike 14 into a park and conservation area. 

“The corps will release its plan next June,”  Berkeley 
said. 

Jim White, who heads the group cleaning up 
Cuyahoga, said more planning is needed to address the 
relative environmental consequences, both pro and con.  
“ If done badly, it could be a disaster,”  he said.  “ If done 
well, it could be a big benefit.”

Finkbeiner  Opposes Plan for  L ive-Fire 
Zones in Lake 
Toledo Blade article published Thursday, October 
19, 2006 
 

 Toledo Mayor Carty Finkbeiner has declared his 
opposition to the U.S. Coast Guard’s plan to establish 
live fire zones on Lake Erie for military training 
exercises.  In a letter to the U.S. Department of 
Transportation, the mayor cited boater safety, the 
potential harm to the environment, and the economic 
impact that “ reduced recreational and commercial 
fishing in the area could have on our economy.”  
 The Coast Guard is proposing to turn four temporary 
firing ranges on Lake Erie into permanent ones, 
including one 
near Camp 
Perry.  
Designated as 
safety zones, 
they are part 
of a network 
of 34 Coast 
Guard created 
zones, a few 
miles from 
the Great 
Lakes 
shorelines.
