Lake Erie Region Dredging Projects To
Receive More Than $878,000 In Funding
Through Ohio Waterways Safety Fund
Taken from the ODNR Division of Watercraft
website

The ODNR Division of Watercraft administers the
Recreation Harbor Evaluation Program (RHEP), which
provides political subdivisions; local recreation, park and
conservancy districts; and state and federal agencies up
to 100 percent reimbursement of dredging projects that
benefit recreational boaters on Lake Erie, the Ohio
River, and their respective tributaries. The RHEP funds
are provided through the Ohio Waterways Safety Fund,



which comprises a share of the state motor fuel tax,
watercraft registration and titing fees, and funding
assistance from the Sport Fish Restoration and Boating
Trust Fund.

The largest grant awarded this year is $366,000
for the Conneaut Port Authority in Ashtabula County,
which will fund dredging of the marina and navigation
channels leading to Lake Erie from the Conneaut
Lagoon Access. Other grant awards include more than
$364,000 for the Vermilion Port Authority to dredge
recreational navigation channels leading to Lake Erie
from the Vermilion Lagoons Access in Lorain County,
over $210,000 to the City of Huron for dredging of the
municipal boat basin, and more than $161,000 to the
City of Rossford in Wood County for excavation of the
Rossford marina basin.

Tunnicliffe Fulfilling Olympic Dream

The task was a daunting one for Anna Tunnicliffe.
She needed to raise $250,000 to finance her bid to make
the U.S. Olympic team. The 25-year-old member of
North Cape Yacht Club not only raised the money, she
earned a berth on the team. Tunnicliffe won the Olympic
Trials last month and will represent the United States at
the Summer Olympics in China as a sailor.

"This is the best thing 1®e ever done,@T unnicliffe said
of the Olympic berth. She returned to NCYC Friday night
and spoke to a crowd of about 150, detailing her
experiences and answering questions. The yacht club
turned it into a fund-raiser with a silent auction.

"You see Olympic athletes with gold chains, but it
isn® that way in sailing. She had to raise her own
money,@said Duane Burgoyne, who is in charge of
yachting activities with Russ Atkinson at NCYC.

Tunnicliffe was born in England and lived in
Perrysburg, Ohio, at one time. She calls Fort
Lauderdale, Fla.; home now but still has ties with North
Cape. Her parents, Paul and Joanna Tunnicliffe, are
members of the local club.

Anna has sailed in Canada, the Dominican Republic,
France, Germany, Brazil, Spain, Holland, Turkey,
Croacia, Portugal and England. She makes an impact at
North Cape, especially on the young people.

"The kids look up to her. She walks on water around
here,@Burgoyne said.

It wasn®that many years ago that Tunnicliffe was the
same age as the youngsters who now look up to her.
The family was living in England when her father
purchased a 40-foot yacht and refurbished it.

"It was an old, wooden boat. We stripped it and redid
it. We learned to sail on it,@she said. The family moved
to the United States when she was 12 and Anna became
a U.S. citizen in 2003. She began raising money for her
Olympic bid three years ago.

“I®@e done a lot of begging and a lot of smiling,@she
said. “It® always been my dream to be in the Olympics.®@
She competed in cross-country, swimming and track
during high school. She ran a 2:17.56 in the 800 meters
and had college offers in track but turned them down to
sail at Old Dominion University.

She was part of four national championship teams
and was a three-time college All-American. As a senior,
she won the Quantum Sails College Sailor of the Year
Award as the best sailor in the nation and became the
No. 1 ranked woman in the world in the Laser Radial
Class. Tunnicliffe majored in accounting and had a minor
in music. She carried a 3.73 grade-point average in spite
of her busy sailing schedule. Once she graduated, her
life became even more hectic.

"In a regatta, you race for six days. It® like running a

10k race. You have to be fit physically and mentally,®
she said.
Tunnicliffe trains by sailing four to six days a week, two
to four hours each time. She also spends two hours a
day, six days a week, in the gym, lifting and working on
her endurance.

The Olympic Trials included eight consecutive days
of competition. There were 22 entries, but Tunnicliffe
had the Olympic spot sewed up before the final day. She
will be the lone representative for the United States in
the Women® Single Handed Class of Laser Radial.

Her finance, Brad Funk of Clearwater, Fla., attempted
to make the men® Olympic sailing team but settled for
second place. Only the winner makes the team. They
have set a wedding date of May 10 but will wait until
after the Olympics to honeymoon.
