Perpetual Award Winners for 2007

Congratulations to Tom Walter on winning the
Jack Decker Cruising Award. This Deed of Gift
hereby establishes that any member in good standing of
the JRSC who complies with the below listed guidelines
is eligible for this trophy. This trophy shall be awarded at
the annual Change of Watch Banquet in memory of Jack
Decker, a beloved cruising member of JRSC. The
Board of Trustees shall validate and accept the log of
the winning participant in this cruising contest.
The Decker Trophy can be awarded on the basis of
the longest cruising voyage of the year or the most miles
logged in the year.

Guidelines for the Decker Trophy...
An informal but accurate log of all voyages must
be kept, excluding race mileage.
All voyages must be contiguous from the
homeport of the boat and skipper (50 mile radius
of JRSC).
All logbook entries must be initialed by skipper
and one other person on board.
If the boat does not have a knot/log to record
miles sailed, entries in logbook must have
destination, charted course, elapsed time, and
calculated miles of each voyage.
The same boat with the same skipper must
make all voyages used in this contest, unless a
new boat was purchased within the year.

The winner of the Gibbs Memorial Trophy
goes to Tom Marriott. This trophy is presented to the
JRSC Skipper showing the highest degree of proficiency
during the entire season’s racing in all club series races
in which an individual qualified.

Point system shall be fair and equitable so as to

allow all classes to compete for the award.

Eligibility shall be limited to organized fleets

consisting of three or more boats.

The Cannon Award — Outstanding Member of
the Year goes to Matt Kern.  Any family member who
has contributed extraordinarily in the advancement of the
principles under which JRSC was founded is eligible for
this award. This trophy will not explicitly require
participation in racing; rather it is aimed toward those
playing a supportive role in the Club and its function.

In considering qualifications, the Selection
Committee takes into account physical contributions,
such as working on docks, race committee, house
improvements, as well as contributions involving
intellectual endeavors, such as legal advice, board work,
committee work, etc. Attendance at meetings and work
hours will be measurable criteria for the awarding of this
trophy. This is a perpetual trophy, so the Club will also
award a “keeper’ trophy to the recipient.

Finally, congratulations to Larry Marter for
being the winner of the Anderson Trophy.

Nominations for recipients of this trophy will be
made by a Selection Committee and the Board of
Directors. Three to six members shall be on the initial
list. Final selection will be made by Active Members
during the Change of Watch/Awards Banquet. The
recipient of the trophy shall be on the Selection
Committee for the following year, if possible. The trophy
will be awarded as a perpetual trophy for one year and
be presented at the banquet each year.

Must be an active member (minimum of 1 year)
in good standing.

Must qualify in two of the three club-sponsored
race series.

Makes an effort to attend meetings regularly.
Possesses a willingness to accept
responsibilities in the Club.

Shows a willingness to accept victory or defeat
gracefully.

Shall conduct oneself in an orderly manner,
show respect for others, and be neat in
appearance.

Added consideration should be given to an
individual who is especially courteous on race
courses, etc.
