For many years, the contamination of the Ottawa River was well known and sadly acknowledged 

but it seemed like the situation would never change.  Recently, work done by TMACOG, its 
members, and many others is paying off in government attention and in public interest. 

There is hope now, as the Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) will begin significant 
remediation soon, with final sediment testing complete in 2005.  People living near the Ottawa 
River have begun to think that it might again be a swimmable and fishable water sports river and are 
more actively pursuing recreational dredging at the river’s mouth. 

This progress has not been sudden but has been the result of hard work by many groups in the 
region.  As long as 20 years ago, the first steps were taken to protect the river.  Leaking landfills 
were sealed off, and industries stopped dumping into the river.  Next, TMACOG and others began 
the painstaking work of measuring the scope of contamination, identifying pollutants, and devising 
plans to fix the problems they cause. 

In 2004, the Sediment Remediation Priorities Project was concluded, as led by HULL & 
ASSOCIATES, INC. of Toledo, OH, and others.  The project identified and delineated five hot 
spots of river sediments – all between Lagrange and Stickney Avenue – Contaminated with PCB’s, 
PAH’s and/or heavy metals at levels requiring remediation.  Over the next several months 
TMACOG and its partners will conduct follow-up sediment sampling and testing to fine-tune the 
boundaries of sediment contamination in these hot spot areas, which will assist the USEPA and its 
contractors in conducting dredging or capping of the targeted contaminated sections. 

With the water becoming cleaner and safer, people living near the Ottawa River are renewing 
efforts to make the river more accessible to boaters by dredging channels near the river’s mouth.  
Plans to raise water levels (dredging to improve navigable water depths) and make the western 
edge of Lake Erie more navigable for boat traffic have been proposed many times over the years.  
Because the body of the Ottawa River is in Ohio, and the mouth is in southeastern Michigan, a host 
of governmental entities in both states must agree on a plan.  This time, the Ohio EPA, the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers and local business people all agree that dredging would benefit the river.  

The Corps has described a plan.  Monroe County, MI, 
has passed a resolution in favor of it, and funding has 
been secured through the Corps and the City of Toledo, 
OH, with help from Erie County, MI.  Points of 
contention remain, including the question of where to 
dispose of the sediment, and the plan is not currently 
favored by the Michigan Department of Environmental 
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Quality. 
Even as discussions continue on improving water 

quality and river use, the work done over the last two 
decades has brought the conversation about the river to 
a new level, one that reflects a healthier Ottawa River.

REGION'S DISAPPEARING 
RESOURCE: Riverbed gouging takes 
Great Lakes down a foot

Lakes Michigan and Huron have permanently lost a 

foot of water because of erosion in the St. Clair River 
caused by dredging and other man-made meddling, 
according to a study released Monday.  The decline 
will continue for the foreseeable future, it warns, 
battering boaters, marinas, property owners and the 
shipping industry struggling with water levels at the 
bottom of historical cycles.  

The low water was troublesome, but temporary, 
experts had assured those struggling with dried-out 
boat canals. Now, they©re not so sure.  The reason: 
Erosion created gouges in the river bottom up to 19 
feet deep between 1970 and 2000, enlarging the 
bottleneck at the bottom of Lake Huron where water 
drains into the lower Great Lakes and Niagara Falls.  

"It©s like a drain hole at the bottom of a bathtub," 
said Rob Nairn, a principal with W.F. Baird & 
Associates Coastal Engineers of Toronto, which 
conducted the study for the Georgian Bay Association, 
a civic organization representing about 4,200 Canadian 
families who live on Georgian Bay islands and shores. 
"The drain hole is getting bigger, and the water is 
going out faster. It©s something very alarming that no 
one has talked about or reported until now."  

Jim Weakley, president of the Lake Carriers© 
Association that represents domestic shipping 
companies, said he had not seen the report Monday, 
but that a solution must protect both commerce and the 
environment: "Any loss of Great Lakes water is of 
concern for us. Each additional inch allows between 
250 and 270 tons of cargo" on a larger freighter, he 
said.  

Experts agree that dredging to deepen the St. Clair 
River for commercial ships reduced the volume of 
water in Huron and Michigan. Three such projects, the 

last one completed in 1962, account for a 19-inch 
reduction in lake levels, Nairn said.  That was believed 
to be a one-time drop. Until now.  

Monday©s report found Lakes Michigan and Huron -
- considered one body of water because they are 
connected at the Straits of Mackinac -- have lost an 
additional 12 inches since 1970 because of erosion that 
has gone undetected since the 1962 dredging.  All told, 
the dredging and erosion has accounted for a water loss 
from the lakes equivalent to 28 Lake St. Clairs, 
according to the Baird report.  

Because the extra water moves so quickly through 
Lake St. Clair, the Detroit River and Lake Erie on its 
way over Niagara Falls, it has not raised the levels of 
those waters appreciably, Nairn said.  A modest 
resurgence in Great Lakes water levels during the past 
two years is part of a natural cycle, but doesn©t mask 
the fact that the Huron/Michigan waters are still a foot 
below where they would be without the erosion, Nairn 
said. And the problem can©t be explained by natural 
forces, he said. Geologists say erosion in the St. Clair 
River basin stopped between 2,000 and 3,000 years 
ago. But it began again in the 1900s because of man-
made factors including:  

•Dredging of the channel to 27 feet deep to 
accommodate ships.  
•Erosion at the sites of sand mining that took 
place in the river in early part of the 1900s.  
•Erosion control structures protecting beaches 
on lower Lake Huron that deprive the St. Clair 
River of sediment that normally would have 
washed into it and filled holes in the river 
bottom.  

The lakes© water loss went unnoticed because it was 
masked by high water levels of the 1970s and 1980s, 
the report suggests. But when Lake Huron receded in 
the 1990s and early 2000s, residents of the archipelago 
of Canadian islands in Georgian Bay suspected more 
than just the usual 30-year, high-to-low water levels 
cycles were in play.  

"In recent years, we have had a significant number 
of wetlands dry up on Georgian Bay, and the aquatic 
life forced out onto steep granite shorelines," said 
Mary Muter, the Georgian baykeeper who monitors the 
area©s natural resources. The residents commissioned 
the study at a cost of about $163,000 to find out. The 
results have alarmed scientists and policy makers 
across the region.  

"We take it very seriously," said Dennis Schornack, 
U.S. chair of the International Joint Commission, 
which oversees boundary waters linking the United 
States and Canada. "It©s definitely of concern and the 
kind of thing that is supposed to be part of an Upper 
Great Lakes study that has not been funded yet by 
Congress."  Schornack said the potential for dredging-
related trouble was apparent as early as 1921, when a 
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deepening of the St. Clair River was approved by the 
IJC, with one condition: that weirs -- underwater 
barriers -- be installed to slow the velocity of water that 
would be increased by the channel deepening.  

Those barriers were never built, said Schornack. 
Underwater barriers or other methods to combat the 
erosion need to be considered quickly, Nairn and a 
coalition of environmental groups said Monday. The 
report did not suggest solutions.  

The data also must be part of an ongoing binational 
study of the future of commercial navigation on the 
Great Lakes, said the environmental groups.  

"The Great Lakes are more than simply a 
navigation corridor, and the time has come for the 
management of the lakes to reflect that," said Jennifer 
Nalbone, habitat and biodiversity coordinator for Great 
Lakes United, a binational lakes advocacy group.  
 
What’s at Issue 

Water is permanently being sucked from Lakes 
Huron and Michigan because of ongoing erosion 
caused by dredging and other human activities in the 
St. Clair River -- the drain that funnels water out of the 
lakes -- according to a study released Monday.  

If the data is accurate, the lakes may have already 
lost 12 inches of water in addition to natural lake level 
fluctuations. The data would also help explain the low 
water levels that have plagued boaters and beachfront 
landowners during the last few years.  

Policy makers may need to explore ways to slow 
the outflow to protect the environment as well as Great 
Lakes shipping interests that depend on deep river 
channels.

enough - each person needs their own personal fly 
swatter. These were so nasty they were even attacking 
us kitties. They may have made a mistake coming to 
this remote island because when entering it got so 
shallow and guess what - yes, they got stuck. Dad©s 
really good at getting us off though. Well, they had 
made the commitment to continue on, only to try to get 
into a dock where there wasn©t enough water. The 
owner and a young man manually helped us into a 
dock so we could get off the boat. They claim that this 
is extremely low tide because of a previous storm. 
They locked us in and got a bite to eat then walked 
around the island. This is truly a fishing town-island. 
The houses look like they date back to the early 
century. The most unusual thing about Tangier is some 
graves are set right in the front yard of the houses. 

Tuesday, May 18, 2004 - Day 289 - We were all 
eager to leave Tangier but it was low tide early in the 
morning. Even though it was still low at 8:00 they 

decided to go for it. No problem leaving the dock and 
out the channel. Once out in the open they set sails. It 
was blowing pretty hard so it was a reefed main and a 
partially furled jib with the wind behind. Sometimes 
we even went over seven knots. Soon the wind began 
to calm so out went the sails to the max. By noon the 
wind had really lightened so on with the motor and 
roller furling. Now this maneuver brought on the flies. 
This time there must have been a million. They even 
had bought another fly swatter, sprayed their bodies 
with bug spray and still the critters kept coming. By 
3:30 we were entering Solomon©s harbor. By motoring 
way back in we found the perfect anchorage. Once 
settled, they launched the dingy and motored around 
the different marinas. There are all sorts of beautiful 
sailboats here. Then it was off to the dingy dock and go 
ashore to find the nearest West Marine. That 
accomplished, they stopped for pizza and then headed 
back to the boat to relax for the evening. We got to 
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roam then and check out the ducks that came by for a 
handout. Cooley got so excited that she almost jumped 
in until they put a leash on her. 

Wednesday, May 19, 2004 - Day 290 - Up and out 
by 8:00 - not too early, not too late. After 8 hours we 
were pulling into St. Michaels harbor to anchor. We 
did start with full sails but as time went on we only 
kept the main up and the motor running. We covered 
over 56 miles this time. The skies threatened with a 
70% chance of storms but we only got a little sprinkle. 
Of course as soon as we settled at anchor the wind 
picked up. They were having local races and it sure 
looked like fun. After dinner, Bob(Bob Nadeau), Mom 
and Dad took the dingy ashore to check the town out. It 
was worth the trip off the bay. They plan to go to the 
maritime museum on shore in the morning. This, it 
turns out, is the most charming town yet. When they 
returned to the boat it was our time to play and run all 
over the deck.  

Thursday, May 20, 2004 - Day 291 - What a rough 
night. Mom and Dad didn©t take into account the tidal 
range when they set anchor. When the tide went down 
around 10:30 the boat kept bumping on the bottom. 
That didn©t last too long so everyone rested for the 
night. The next morning they went ashore for breakfast 
and see the maritime museum. Around 11:30, before 
the tide dropped too, low they returned to pull anchor 
only to find that the boat in front of them had swung 
over their anchor line. It©s a good thing Bob was on 
board because while Dad was hoisting the anchor Bob 
was able to keep the two boats from bumping into each 
other. Luckily we got free and were soon on our way. 
The ride out to the bay was uneventful. They ended up 
motor sailing again. It seems there is always lots of 
wind before we get under way and after we settle for 
the day. The sail to Annapolis took only about four 
hours - a really short day. We were able to get a 
mooring ball and soon Bob, Mom and Dad were off to 
the city by way of the water taxi. They walked the 
town and didn©t return until about 7:00 when we were 
then able to play on deck. 

 

 

 
Fr iday, May 21, 2004 - Day 292 - They called for 

a water taxi shortly after breakfast. Of course, we got 
locked up in the boat the whole day and, boy, did it get 
hot. They were able to take showers then headed for 
the Naval Academy. For once, they got to see 
something with no admission charge. It was a very 
interesting and beautiful site. They even got to have 
lunch in the officers© quarters. After lunch they headed 
back toward the harbor to, what else, a marine store. It 
was getting very warm so they decided to head back to 
the boat earlier than planned. After relaxing awhile, 
Dad fixed dinner and soon after it was starting to get 
dark. It was nice to get out of that warm boat. 

Saturday, May 22, 2004 - Day 293 - It was time to 
say goodbye to our friend Bob. He was so nice to us 
kitties even though he is allergic to us - thanks Bob. 
Mom and Dad went in to shore to say their goodbyes 
and were back to the boat by 10:00. Around 10:30 we 
were leaving Annapolis and headed to the northeast 
shore for Rock Hall where Mom and Dad©s good 
friends Maury and Bonnie Benbow dock their boat. We 
were in our slip by 3:30 and waited for the Benbows to 
return. They had been out day sailing with their 
friends. We were let out of the boat but not ashore. We 
think Cocoa jumped off but soon came running back. It 
seems that there were a few dogs on that dock section. 
The Benbows treated Mom and Dad to dinner at a local 
crab house and after dinner they stopped for ice cream 
in the town of Rock Hall. Dinner must have been good 
because they didn©t bring any back for us. Once back at 
the boat they retired soon because it was so hot. 

Sunday, May 23, 2004 - Day 294 - After their 
showers, Mom and Dad joined the Benbows on their 
boat for breakfast. Mom and Dad sure enjoyed seeing 
them. It seems they only see each other once every ten 
years. Now that they have a cruising boat maybe they 
will come up our way sometime. Mom tried to 
convince them that they could cruise with a cat aboard 
but Maury wasn©t agreeable to that suggestion. Around 
10:30 we left the dock and headed again out into the 
Chesapeake. By 3:30 we were sailing into the Sassafras 
River to anchor for the night on Turner Creek just 
south of Georgetown, Maryland. Today sure was a hot 
one. Whatever breeze there was came from behind (not 
enough to make good time sailing) so it didn©t cool us 
down. At least when we are at anchor we don©t get 
locked up until bedtime.  

Monday, May 24, 2004 - Day 295 - They decided 
to go further up the Sassafras River to Georgetown,

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which has lots of marinas but no town. The wind was 
perfect so we could sail almost all the way. By noon 
we had passed through the bridge and were anchored. 
Dad decided to row ashore and walk to get some 
groceries but Mom couldn©t stand the heat so she 
stayed aboard. It wasn©t too much later that Dad 
returned. It seems there wasn©t any store close by and 
since it was so hot he decided not to walk two miles 
one way. There was a nice breeze so it wasn©t so bad 
on the boat. Dad was even able to work on some 
projects that he hadn©t had time to do before. Mom 
checked phone messages and there was one from 
someone who seemed to know us and said we were 
anchored practically "in his backyard". Mom returned 
the call and it from Dennis Ojard who they had 
originally met in Marathon and later saw at Jekyll 
Island. Evidently he and Georgia were driving across 
the bridge and spotted Tara. One thing led to another 
and they invited Mom and Dad to their house for 
drinks and dinner - what nice people! Mom and Dad 
dingied to where their boat was docked and Dennis 
picked them up and drove to his house. He even drove 
them later to get groceries and back to his house for 
dinner. This turned out to be a special, chance meeting. 
Upon returning to the dingy (after dark) they loaded up 
the groceries. By the time Mom and Dad got into the 
dingy with all the groceries the dingy was floating 
pretty low. It was then motor back to the boat with no 
lights on the dingy, ducking under the low bridge and 
finding our boat that didn©t have any lights on either. 
Guess they figured they would be back before dark. 
Next time they should be better prepared. 

Tuesday, May 25, 2004 - Day 296 - Today was a 
little cooler but the wind direction wasn©t in our favor 
so we motored all the way out of the Sassafras River. 
Once in the Chesapeake we picked up the channel and 
headed to the west shore for the town of Havre de 
Grace. The wind wasn©t working for us so we motored 
all the way. The channel into the harbor winds back 
and forth and outside of the channel it©s very shallow. 
Dad found a nice anchorage close to town. The dingy 
dock didn©t look too safe though. It seems that towns 
like Havre de Grace, Rock Hall and others were hard 
hit by the storm surge of the hurricane last October. 
They are still recovering and rebuilding. After lunch, 
Mom and Dad launched the dingy and headed for 
shore. They had to check out the old houses, shops and 
restaurants. Upon returning to the boat they realized 
that a severe storm was brewing. Well, shiver me 
timbers, it was quite a lightening show. Cooley was so 
scared that she cried. Dad even started the motor just in 
case we started to drag our anchor. Both Mom and Dad 
stood out in the cockpit until it passed. We didn©t have 
any problem but Mom and Dad had to be on alert for 
possible storms later. 
 

Wednesday, May 26, 2004 - Day 297 - No storms last 
night so we all had a peaceful sleep. They had planned 
to move on this morning but the fog was so thick it 
would be hard to maneuver through the winding, 
narrow channel to the main channel. Dad decided to set 
a second anchor just in case of another storm. They 
never left the boat all day. Mom started feeling sick in 
the afternoon so she went to bed for the rest of the day 
and night.
