 As fall becomes 
winter, I can’ t help 
but remember the 
summer of 2005. It 
was like no other. 
From the beginning 
of June the weather 
was perfect; It was 
hot and sunny every 

day. I was ready full on for another summer of Mumm 
30 sailing. Our team finished well in Detroit and we 
would continue to Cleveland for the Lakeside Yacht 
Club One Design Regatta. This is a great event for the 
Mumm 30s. 
 I transported the boat and stopped at Put-in-Bay as 
usual. We anchored in front of the monument as all the 
mooring balls were filled. It was beautiful; a full moon 
and good company is what we had. We set off the next 
morning in a mild breeze right out of the East. Isn’ t this 
the way it always goes? We set the main and turned on 
the motor. When we arrived at Lakeside the Mumm 30s 
were already lined up on their trailers. I get a lot of 
satisfaction going by water and it is a bit of a 
psychological advantage. I was there to defend my 2004 
Great Lakes Championship. I had my work cut out for 
me. There was some new talent this year. 
 The following Friday the races would start. It would 
be a 10-race 3-day event. We opened up with 2 bullets 
and were leading on day one. I was stoked; it seemed 
easy. This was cause for celebration; something that we 
always do in Cleveland regardless of the result. Some of 
the crew from one of the other boats had a beautiful new 
tender and we piled about 12 people on it for a short 
sprint to Shooters on the water. We partied most of the 
night. The place was packed and everyone was buying 
rounds.  
 Much to my chagrin; this was a deathblow to us 
because we were off of our game on Saturday morning.

It is a class rule to always 
carry a #3. I have never raced with the # 3 and 
inadvertently left it at home. I don’ t know what I was 
thinking.
