Last year with the urging of then Commodore
Harrison, | took steps to reduce the cost of printing the
Skulldugger and began a mass emailing of this
newsletter. | consider the cost reduction a success. We
now have 159 Skullduggers emailed (at a cost of $0)
with 80 printed and 75 mailed (with a cost of $130.00 per
month). With this change in Skulldugger distribution, |
came in under budget about $1,000.00.

At the December General Membership meeting, |
was informed that the Skulldugger budget was being cut
by an additional $1,000.000 below what | was able to
trim off, the budget for 2010 being set at $1000.00 vs.
the $3,000.00 budget for 2009. | explained to the Board
that a $1,000.00 budget doesn’t cover the yearly cost of
publishing the club’s newsletter. | was asked to make it
work.

So, in 2010 The Skulldugger is changing. | have a
few options that I've come up with. However, | don't
believe that it is “Within my Pay Scale” to make these
changes without the permission of the JRSC Board of
Directors. | plan on presenting my options (as | see
them) with my projected cost savings at the January
General Membership meeting. | will be asking the Board
to choose the option they feel will best serve the JRSC
Membership.

In the meantime, | ask the Members who do not
receive The Skulldugger by email to please reconsider
and have it sent to you electronically. It comes to you
sooner and in color. You have the option of printing it at
home if you wish; you can even print just the calendar
page if you so desire. Also, | have begun sending out
email reminders of upcoming JRSC Events and there
are announcements and communications that don't get

published, BUT DO go out to members on the mailing
list.

If you'd like me to email you a copy of The
Skulldugger to see what it will look like on your computer
before you make a decision to discontinue your print
version, | can do that too.

Please, help JRSC out and make yourself better
informed of the goings on at YOUR club. Give switching
to the “E-Dugger” some thought. And if you are already
on the email list; you have my thanks.

| get a phone call from someone yelling, Why did you
send me a bill for work hours? | did them; the Dock
chairman, House, Yard, etc. did not turn them in. | also
get emails with the same thing. Its only my
responsibility to bill out what | have been given. Some
years are better than others. As for the work hours; that
list comes from the Vice-Commodore who in turn gets
his list from YOU , not me or any chairperson.

See Article IV section 3 of the Constitution
Section 3 - Work Obligation

All Active, Social, and Junior members shall be
required to accomplish certain authorized hours of work
on Club projects each year. The number of hours
required shall be established annually by the Board of
Trustees consistent with the needs of the Club, provided,
however, the total so established shall not exceed
sixteen (16) hours annually, and except as provided in
this Section, shall apply to all Active, Social, and Junior
members. Social and Junior members shall have their
hours set at 35% and 15% respectively of the Active
member requirement, rounded up to the next whole
hour. All Active, Social, and Junior members who fail to
accomplish this work obligation will be charged a fee as
set forth in Section 4 of this Article for each hour not
completed. The Board of Trustees may, by resolution,
require a set number of hours not to exceed forty
percent (40%) of the total obligation be accomplished or
paid for each year prior to the member being entitled to
use the Club's sailboat facilities.

Work obligations shall be pro-rated for any portion of
the remaining year for new or converted memberships.
Any family member 13 years old or older may
accomplish work hours to be credited to the Family's
obligation subject to the approval of the appropriate
committee chairperson.

The work obligation shall not apply to the members of
the Board of Trustees, Officers, or Committee
Chairpersons during the period they hold office. Also,
any Active member who notifies the Board of Trustees in
writing, before January 31 or within 30 days of election
or transfer to Active Membership of his intent not to
actively sail his/her boat will not be required to perform
the required work hours or make alternate payment. If
such member subsequently sails in a Club sanctioned
race, sails in a regatta as a member of this club or uses
the Club's sailboat facilities, that member will be liable
for work hours or alternate payment for the entire year or
the fraction thereof of Active Membership.

The work obligation shall be performed within a [2-
month time period prior to December | of the current
year. It shall be each member's responsibility to report in
writing to the Vice-Commodore or his designate, all work
hours performed within sixty (60) days of such
performance to receive credit. All work hour slips are to
be signed by the work party chairperson.

So when | send out bills in the beginning of
November it is only a reminder (which | don’t have to do)
that you still need work hours and how much it will cost
you if not completed.

When you stop to consider this club is run by
volunteers and for those who do not know the definition;

Volunteer (plural volunteers )

One who enters into, or offers for, any service of his
own free will, especially when done without pay.

1. (military) One who enters into military service
voluntarily, but who, when in service, is subject
to discipline and regulations like other soldiers; -
- opposed to conscript; specifically, a voluntary
member of the organized militia of a country as
distinguished from the standing army.

2. (Canwe verlfy ) this sense?) (law) A grantee in
a voluntary conveyance; one to whom a
conveyance is made without valuable
consideration; a party, other than a wife or child
of the grantor, to whom, or for whose benefit, a
voluntary conveyance is made.
