L aws for Watercraft Operation

Summer is in full swing and &l of us are enjoying
the boating season. It's a good idea for everyone
participating in water activities to review the laws
pertaining to the operation of water craft that have
changed in both Ohio and Michigan. It is important
that everyone be aware of them, especially minors.
The following will also be posted on the bulletin board
of the club.

OHIO OPERATING LAWS

Boating Education Requirement (ORC 1547.05)

No person born on or after January 1, 1982, shall
operate a powercraft powered by more than 10
horsepower unless the operator has received a
certificate for successful completion of either of the
following:

- A boating course approved by the National
Association of State  Boating Law
Administrators (NASBLA);

A proficiency examination approved by the
Ohio Division of Watercraft

(ORC 1547.051) — A person required to have the
certificate as indicated above and who is stopped by a
law enforcement officer while operating a powercraft
more than 10 horsepower, shal present to the law
enforcement officer the certificate or proof of holding
the certificate within 72 hours of being stopped.

(ORC 1547.052) — No rental business shall lease or
rent a powercraft powered by more than 10 horsepower
to a person born on or after January 1, 1982, unless the
person meets one of the following:
The person signs the rental agreement or
attachment indicating that they have completed
an approved boating course or proficiency
exam as indicated above;
The person receives educational materials from
the rental business and passes an abbreviated
exam with a score of 90% or Dbetter.
Achievement of the passing score will be
indicated on or attached to the rentd
agreement.

Any person born on or after January 1, 1982, that
operates or supervises the operation of a leased or
rented powercraft, shall meet the requirements in the
paragraphs above and be named as an operator on the
rental agreement.

1547.06)

Supervising Person (ORC

Except as provided, no person under 16 years of age
shall operate a personal watercraft (PWC). Individuals
not less than 12, nor more than 15 years of age may
operate a PWC if a supervising person 18 years of age
or older is also on board. In the case of a supervising
person born on or after January 1, 982, the supervising
person must hold a certificate meeting the requirements
of ORC 1546.05 and in the case of rented powercraft ,
must meet the requirements of ORC 1547.052.

No person under 12 years of age shall operate any
vessel unless under the direct visua and audible
supervision of a person who is 18 years of age or older.
This section does not apply to personal watercraft (see
previous paragraph) or other powercraft powered by
more than 10 horsepower (see following paragraph).

No person under 12 years of age shal operate
powercraft powered by more than 10 horsepower
unless under the direct visual and audible supervision
of a person who is 18 years of age or older who is
aboard the powercraft (excludes PWC operation). In
the case of a supervising person born on or after
January 1, 1982, the supervising person must hold a
certificate meeting the requirements of ORC 1547.05
and in the case of rented powercraft, must meet the
requirement of ORC 1547.052.

No supervising person shall allow any violation of
watercraft law.

Personal Watercraft (ORC 1547.41)

No person shall operate of permit operation of a
personal watercraft unless each person aboard is
wearing a persona flotation device (PFD). Operators
on persona watercraft equipped with a lanyard type
engine cutoff switch must attach the lanyard to their
clothing, PFD, themselves or as appropriate for the
specific devices.

No person shall operate a personal watercraft
between sunset and sunrise.

No person who owns or has charge over a personal
watercraft shall permit operation in violation of laws.

“Personal Watercraft” is defined as a vessd, less
than 16 feet in length, propelled by machinery and
designed to be operated by an individua sitting,
standing, or kneeling on the vessel rather than sitting or
standing inside the vessdl.

MICHIGAN OPERATING LAWS

Who May Operate a Boat
Those less than 12 years of age:

- May legaly operate a boat powered by a motor
of no more than 6 horsepower (hp) without
restrictions.

May legally operate a boat powered by a motor
of more than 6 hp but no more than 35 hp only



if they are directly supervised onboard by a
person at least 16 years of age.
May not legally operate a boat powered by a
motor of more than 35 hp under any
conditions.
Those 12 to 15 years of age:
May legally operate a boat powered by a motor
of no more than 6 hp without restrictions.
May legally operate a boat powered by a motor
of more than 6 hp only if they:
- Have passed a boating safety course
approved by the Department of Natural
Resources and have onboard their boating
safety certificate
or....
- Are accompanied onboard by a person at
least 16 years of age.
Those 16 years of age or older:
May operate any boat on the waters of
Michigan. Note: see Who May Operate a PWC
below.

Who May Operatea PWC
No one less than 12 years old my legally operate a
PWC.
A person who is 12 or more and less than 14 years of
age may operate a PWC only if:
He or she obtained a boating safety certificate
prior to January 1, 1999 or ..
All of the following conditions are satisfied:
The person is accompanied solely by his or her
parent or legal guardian.
Both the person and the parent or legal guardian
have obtained a boating safety certificate.
The PWC is equipped with a lanyard-type
ignition safety switch and the parent or legal
guardian has the lanyard attached to his or her
person, clothing or PFD (life jacket).
The PWC is designed to carry at least two
people.
Those 14 years of age or older:
A person born after December 31, 1978, may
operate a PWC only if he or she has obtained a
boating safety certificate.
Those born December 31, 1978, or earlier may
operate a PWC without restrictions.

Dredging Plan Could be Sinking

A proposal to dredge the Ottawa River appears to
have lost all momentum in the face of budget and
environmental concerns.

The Toledo Metropolitan Area Council of

Governments (TMACOG) has lobbied for the $4.1
million project since it started to gain steam in 2000,
but today major roadblocks remain, TMACOG Vice
President of Environmental Planning Kurt Erichsen
says. Chief among the obstacles is getting about $2
million from a strained federa budget and reversing
Michigan Department of Environmental Quality
(MDEQ) objections that Mr. Erichsen says just don®
hold water.
Dredging the Ottawa River was first proposed in the
1930s. Residents are able to use the river for
recreational purposes with small, shallow bottomed
boats, but larger craft can® navigate it due to
permanent shalow water conditions. A dredging
project could make the river inviting for larger vessels
- and the economic impact that would follow.



Recent proposals have a dredging path that begins
in Toledo, follows the river into Erie Township and out
into Maumee Bay. Most of the dredging would be in
Ohio waters, where that <tate® Department of
Environmental Quality has given the project a go
ahead.

The Army Corps
of Engineers dso is
in favor of the
project, which
would require about
$2 million in loca
money aready
pledged by severa

municipalities,
including the City of Toledo and Erie Township®
$100,000.

The project cannot proceed, however, without
another $2 million appropriation by Congress and
MDEQ acceptance.

Last November, Mr. Erichsen appeared before the
Monroe County Board of Commissioners, where he
told the board that MDEQ approva and a federa
appropriation would let the dredging begin this spring.
With neither piece of the puzzle in place, heistrying to
remain optimistic it can get under way in 2006.

"There are lots of budgetary shortfalls in
Washington," he explained. "That®part of the mix."
Congress also would have to give the Army Corps of
Engineers permission to take on the project. Currently,
the corps is under a new project moratorium imposed
by legidlators.

"[t® a matter of the Corps of Engineers having too
many irons in the fire now and they are under a
restriction to not establish any new projects,” Mr.
Erichsen said. "This would be a new project, so we
would not only need the funding, we would also need
an exception to the no new projectsrule.”

He is optimistic, however, that the federal details
can be worked out. 1t® what he paints as a stubborn
MDEQ that is endangering the project. In an April 18
letter to U.S. Rep. John Dingell, D-Dearborn, MDEQ
Director Steven E. Chester responded to a discussion
of the dredging proposal held in January in Erie
Township.

The MDEQ affirmed its objections to the project
based on a projected loss of fish habitat from the
project® primary dredging activities and smaller,
private secondary dredging.

"I can assure you that our evaluation of this project
and the aternatives included consideration of all
potential impacts due to main channel dredging and
dredging required for individua marinas and
homeowners to connect to the main channel," Mr.
Chester wrote. "The cumulative impacts of this
additional dredging heighten our concerns for habitat

loss. Accordingly, we continue to oppose the overall
project as proposed.”

Mr. Erichsen believes TMACOG® proposa is
environmentaly sound and would actually aid fish
habitats by creating a deeper river bottom that boat
motors would be lesslikely to disturb.

The proposa does not need to have MDEQ
approval before dredging can begin, but the agency
must at least retract its objections, according to
TMACOG.

"So far MDEQ aone has not stopped the project,”
Mr. Erichsen explained. "We do not have the funding
through the Corps of Engineers. If we had the funding
and MDEQ did not drop its objections, it would be a
problem and basically it would be the only problem."

Project planners are concerned that there is only a
small window of opportunity to secure the federal
funding, and if that window opens in the next funding
cycle, the MDEQ will force it closed with its
objections. Once that happens, reganing any
momentum for the project could be very difficult, and
local money pledged for the project could disappear,
Mr. Erichsen said.

"There®not a definite answer to (when that window
could open or close)," he explained. "That® certainly a
fear. Budgets are aways tight and everybody® got
shortfalls at this point, and if the project doesn®
happen, any one of those (local) players might be
tempted to drop their matching funds. We don® have
anything definite on how long those funds will be kept
available.

Michigan will be getting a good deal if the project
is allowed to proceed, Mr. Erichsen said, because the
lion® share of the local funding obligation is being
raised by Ohio
sources, like the City
of Toledo.

"The bottom line is
Ohio is not asking
Michigan to pay for
the project because the
non-federal matching
half is available," he
said. "Those funds are there. We don®need MDEQ to
do anything other than to drop their objection.”

The reason for the recent push on the project is
mostly economic. A 1999 Ohio State University report
found recreation along the Ottawa River generates $14
million a year for local economies, most of which are
on the Ohio side of the state line. With dredging, that
$14 million from regular river users would grow, and
an additiona $5 million would flow to boat-based
businesses along theriver, the report said.

Local governments, including the Monroe County
Board of Commissioners and the Erie Township Board



have pledged their support for the dredging project
through resolutions.

Monroe County Commissioner David Scott, who
has tried to work with state and federal legidators to
broker a deal between the MDEQ and project
organizers, said the agency® objections are unfounded
and unnecessarily endangering what is otherwise a
sound proposal.

"[t®groundless. It®baseless. They®@e come up with
different excuses every time we®e talked to them.
They have no concrete examplesto give uson how it is
going to hurt the wetlands (and habitat) in the area,”
Mr. Scott said. "It just doesn®make sense.”

town though so she got up and fixed lunch. Soon

Mike and Jeanne with their daughter Katie
stopped to say hello on their way back home. Mom,
Dad, Mike, Jeanne, Katie, Jerry and Bonnie hall had
lunch at alocal diner.

Reoice
arrived early this afternoon. The weather has warmed a
little and we had some light showers. The most
eventful thing that happened we didn® even know
about. Bonnie spotted a pigeon in the water next to our
boat and was able to maneuver it to the swim platform
on the powerboat in front of us. She then picked it up
and put it on the dock. The poor bird had an injured
wing and was shaking from the cold water. Mom was
able to contact the local animal control (after calling
several agencies) and they came out immediately. The
man was going to take the bird to a veterinary clinic.
Mom doesn®think the bird will survive but at least it
now has a chance. Tuesdays are Cruise Night in
Fairport and there was a band playing right next to our
boat.

Wednesday, June 30, 2004 - Day 332 - All three
boats left Fairport for the 8:30 bridge opening with
Rejoice leading the way. Since Tara and The Bear



travel alittle faster than Rejoice they both passed soon
after leaving Fairport. Two locks and five lift bridges
later we pulled into the town of Holley. Mom even let
all three of us off the boat with leashes of course. With
a short wak into town they had an early dinner and
stocked up on groceries at the local IGA. There were
two other boats when we pulled in and it probably will
be only the four of us here. A local music teacher set
up his steel drums and gave some demonstrations and
history of the drums and how they evolved to their
present state. We kitties even got off the boat for a
little while. Shortly after dark we were all inside and
calledit anight.

Thursday, July 01, 2004 - Day 333 - It® hard to
believe that thisis day 333 and the beginning of July -
where does the time go? Mom took a shower early
only to return to the boat and find that we were on the
loose.
