Bruce Goldsmith 
1936-2007 

 

 Bruce Gray Goldsmith, a 
resident of Tustin, MI and one 
of the best known sailboat 
racers in the United States, 
was killed in a storm on Lake 
Erie while racing June 3. He 
was 71.  
 Mr Goldsmith was a two 

time winner of the International Lightning Class World 
Championship; a 4 time North American Champion as a 
helmsman. He won additional North American 
Championships in the Lightning as a crew. Mr. 
Goldsmith won so many individual honors in that class it 
is impossible to count, among them a National 
Champion in the Thistle Class and a North American 
Championship in the Flying Scott.  Mr. Goldsmith was a 
member of the United States Sailing Team where he 
won gold medals in the 1967 and 1975 Pan Am Games, 
and served as training partner in the Soling for the Gold 
Medal winning US representative. Mr. Goldsmith was 
an Intercollegiate All-American at The University of 
Michigan. 
 Known almost universally as "The Bruin", Mr. 
Goldsmith was a member of the Devils Lake Yacht Club 
in Manitou Beach, MI and North Cape Yacht Club in 
Monroe, MI. He had previously served as Commodore 
of the Devils Lake Yacht Club and had held 
memberships at the Lake Geneva Sailing Club in 
Wisconsin and The Chicago Corinthian Yacht Club. He 
was also Past Commodore of the Midwest Collegiate 
Sailing Association. 
 He was an investment broker who had retired from 
A. G. Edwards in Jackson, MI in 2002. Mr. Goldsmith 
combined his University training as an engineer, with a 
love of sailing to develop one of the most successful sail 
making careers in the history of the sport. It is said that 
you could take the 5 best sailors in the world in any era, 
put them on a single starting line and Mr. Goldsmith 
could beat any of them. He traveled the world helping 
the customers of Murphy and Nye, Goldsmith Sails and 

North Sails make their boats move more quickly. He 
finished in front of his competitors but he made sure 
they never felt beaten and in the process, he became a 
legend in the sport. 
 Mr. Goldsmith is survived by his wife Sherry; his 
daughters Carrie Southern of Canton, MI, Susan Gross 
of Waltham, MA, Penny Anderson of Rosemont, IL; his 
son Bill Goldsmith of White Plains, NY; his 
stepdaughter, Kelly McCarthy of Haslett, MI; and his 
stepson Scott Schmidt of Lake Geneva, WI; and 9 grand 
children.  
 He is preceded in death by his parents Kathryn and 
Allen Goldsmith and brother John Goldsmith. 
 A memorial service was June 30th at the Devil's Lake 
Yacht Club in Manitou Beach, Michigan.

Threat of Danger

 He was a champion sailor who raced all over the 
world for more than 60 years. A storm over Lake Erie in 
Monroe County led to his death.  Bruce Gray Goldsmith, 
71, died two weeks ago when the boom on his sailboat, 
whipped by high winds, struck him in the neck, killed 
him instantly and knocked him into the water during a 
race in Bolles Harbor. 
 "It doesn't matter how seasoned of a sailor he was," 
said his daughter, Carrie Southern. "You need to be 
aware." 
 Mr. Goldsmith's accident was one of four this year in 
Monroe County waters that have taken lives. The 
summer season has just begun and officials have seen 
more death on Lake Erie than the previous four years 
combined. 
 "We didn't have any drownings last year," said 
Monroe County Sheriff's Office Capt. Maryanne 
Ortman, who is the head of the marine division. "I would 
urge people to think." 
 In most cases involving tragedy on the water, human 
error or bad judgment plays a significant role, said 
officials with the Coast Guard. Too much alcohol leads 
to bad ideas and not enough proper gear leads to serious 
consequences. Petty Officer John Stevens of the Coast 
Guard's Toledo station said he has seen too many 
tragedies that could have been avoided. People start 
drinking and decide to try swimming in deep water, he 
said, which is hardly a good idea. 
 "In my 23 years of diving, 98 percent of drownings 
involve alcohol," Capt. Ortman said. "Alcohol physically 
affects your ability to swim. You can't do it." 
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 The other major factor in accidents is being 
unprepared. Boats between 16 and 26 feet in length must 
have life jackets, a life ring or cushions to toss, flares, a 
fire extinguisher and a horn. Petty Officer Stevens said 
in many cases, boaters have many of the items but 
they're either in poor shape or the flares and fire 
extinguisher are expired. 
 "A lot of people head out without those items and 
they just get stuck out there," he said. "People need to be 
more safety conscious when they go out onto the water." 
 Another problem is quick-developing storms. The 
Western Basin of Lake Erie is shallow and that leads to 
choppy waves. A beautiful sunny day with calm waters 
can quickly turn into rain and stormy seas. 
 Chuck Mason of Ida has been fishing Lake Erie for 
the better part of 30 years. He never ventures out before 
checking the weather for possible storm activity brewing 
elsewhere. He also checks the marine forecast for wave 
heights. Three- to five-foot waves can be a recipe for 
disaster. So no matter how much a fisherman wants to 
try for walleye, sometimes it is best to pass. 
 "You've got to use common sense," Mr. Mason said. 
"I'm always cautious. The water is so shallow the waves 
tend to be amplified." Mr. Mason said he's been caught. 
One minute it was calm and sunny, the next it was dark 
and stormy. He knew something was up because the fish 
started biting. And when fish suddenly change attitude 
that usually means something is brewing. 
 "I barely made it in," he said. "The rain was 
horizontal." 
 Ms. Southern said her dad was the type of person 
who took many chances during his sailing days, but 
always looked after his crew and anyone else aboard his 
boat. She said he made a mistake by not dropping his 
sail during the storm and it cost him is life. 
 "He took lots of chances," she said. "This one 
happened to get him." 
 If a seasoned sailor can't beat Lake Erie, Ms. 
Southern said, no one can. That's why officials urge 
boaters, fishermen and swimmers to use logic when 
venturing out for a day of fun. 
 "That lake is so dangerous," Capt. Ortman said. 
"Anything can happen."

 Lake Erie is famous for wind-whipped waves and 
sudden storms that quickly can turn blue skies dark. 
 Experts say boaters need to use common sense if 
venturing out.  Check weather.com or The Weather 
Channel before going.  The Coast Guard says keep 
certain essentials on board, such as: 

·  A life jacket that is good shape for each person 
on board. 

·  A life ring or cushions to toss if necessary. 
·  Fire extinguisher that has not expired. 
·  Flares that have not expired. 
·  A loud horn or whistle. 

What to Do in Emergencies 
·  Most people do not wear a personal floating 

device (PFD), so at least have them easily 
accessible. 

·  If the boat is swamped with water, immediately 
put on life preservers and don’ t panic. 

·  If the boat capsizes, stay with it, it will support 
you and help conserve energy. 

National Effor ts 
 A national campaign by the Coast Guard is 
encouraging America’s 77 million boaters to protect 
themselves this summer. 
 The Fourth of July is annually one of the busiest 
boating days of the year.  Safety advocates say life 
jackets are the No. 1 way boaters can protect themselves. 
 The annual “Wear It!”  campaign – an initiative 
produced by the National Safe Boating Council (NSBC) 
– is being used to promote the “Be a Survivor!”  contest. 
 A summer long effort that invites boaters to submit 
their own personal testimonials as to how a life jacket 
saved their life or the life of someone they love.  The 
program was designed to spark a nationwide dialogue 
about the role life jackets play in safety on the water. 
 Boaters can go to www.SafeBoatingCampaign.com 
to submit their entries through September 4, the official 
close of the contest. 
 

 
 

New Red Shr imp found in Lake Er ie 
could Threaten Food Chain 
The Associated Press

the Philadelphia Inquirer 
 

 A red shrimp found in Lake Erie and two other Great 
Lakes has scientists concerned they could threaten the 
food chain. A small, half-inch creature, the red mysid is 
near the bottom of the food chain. Big fish eat them and 
they compete with small fish for plankton. 
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 "The fact is these things are here," said Dave Reid, a 
senior researcher for the National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration. "Whether or not they have 
an impact that we need to deal with ... the jury's still out 
on that." 
 The tiny shrimp originate in the Baltic and Black 
seas. In the 1950s, Russia introduced the shrimp into fish 
reservoirs. At first, the fish got bigger. Then, the larval 
fish starved, beaten down by the more powerful shrimp 
population.  The hatcheries failed, but by then it was too 
late. The shrimp had attached themselves to ships and 
anchor chains, making their way to the Netherlands, the 
United Kingdom and finally the Great Lakes. 
 "You never know when you throw something new 
into the mix," Steven Pothoven, a fisheries biologist at 
the Great Lakes Environmental Research Laboratory, 
said. "Maybe they'll be food. Or maybe they'll out 
compete the fish that eats this stuff. That's the question 
at this point, and the thing is, we just don't know." 
 In May 2006, the first red shrimp discovery was 
made in Lake Ontario. A few months later, they were 
found in Lake Michigan. In August, the first red 
crustacean was found in Lake Erie. 
 Now scientists are trying to figure out the size of 
Erie's red shrimp population. They have set traps to try 
and find the elusive nocturnal creatures. 
 "There's no free lunch," said Sara Grise, a coastal 
outreach specialist for the Pennsylvania Sea Grant 
program. "You are not going to get this nice, wonderful 
food source without losing something else."
