 Current immigration regulations require that every application for entry to the United States must 
be made in person to an immigration officer at a port-of-entry at a time when the port is open for 
inspection. One exception to this requirement is the Canadian Border Boat Landing (I-68) Program, 
which allows certain applicants entering the United States by small boat to be inspected only once 
per year, and thereafter enter from time to time for recreational purposes without further inspection. 
The regulations further require that a person claiming United States citizenship must establish that 
fact to the satisfaction of the examining immigration officer.  
 Persons who are not U.S. citizens or lawful permanent residents of the United States may use 
Form I-68 for visits not to exceed 72 hours to visit within 25 miles of the shoreline along the U.S. 
border with Canada.  
 There is no requirement that boaters obtain Form I-68. However, boaters who choose not to 
obtain Form I-68 must report, in person, for inspection by either an immigration or customs officer 
at a port-of-entry each time they enter the United States. U.S. citizen boaters who enter the United 
States with aliens who are without Form I-68 and without reporting for inspection may be subject to 
fine and/or possible seizure of the boat. Non-U.S. citizens traveling by boat who do not have Form 
I-68 and who have not presented themselves for inspection are subject to arrest, possible fine, or 
removal from the United States.  

 Persons aboard a vessel which has crossed the 
international boundary between the United States and 
Canada and who do not intend to land in the United 
States, other than at a staffed port-of-entry, are not 
required to be in possession of Form I-68 merely 
because they have crossed the international boundary.  
 The Canadian Border Boat Landing Program was 
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suspended after the terrorist attacks of September 11, 
but has since resumed with additional security 
enhancements. Due to enhanced security measures 
along our borders after September 11, both the 
Canadian Border Boat Landing Permit (Form I-68) and 
the Outlying Area Reporting Station (OARS) programs 
have been modified for the 2002 boating season (our 
April 9, 2002 News Release reports these changes).  
 The Form I-68, after an initial inspection, permits a 
boater to make subsequent recreational entries into the 
United States without the need for additional 
inspections for the balance of the boating season. The 
initial inspection involves an interview, checking the 
individual in the Interagency Border Inspection System 
(IBIS) and possibly other law enforcement databases, 
processing 3 photographs, imprinting a single 
fingerprint on each copy of the form, and payment of 
the fee.  
 Only the current Form I-68, revised January 31, 
2002, will be accepted this season. The Form I-68 will 
not be renewable by mail. Each applicant who is 14 
years of age or older must appear in person for 
inspection. The names and dates of birth of children 
less than 14 years of age must be listed on one or both 
of their parents’  Form I-68. If approved, page one of 
the three-part Form I-68 will be issued to each 
applicant age 14 years of age and older. Each of the 
three pages of the Form I-68 will bear the photograph 
and fingerprint of the applicant for identification 
purposes. The fees for both individuals and families 
will remain the same as last year.

At seven they 
met the Walls and another couple that were getting 
ready for the Erie Canal also. After dinner they 

dismantled

317 - It 
really blew 
hard during 
the night. 
Dad was up 
around 3:00 
and went 
topside to 
secure some 

blocks that were banging against the mast. By morning 
it was as calm as could be. By 10:30 it was our turn to 
take the mast down. Fred had his taken down just 
before us. It went so smooth for both of us. Once we 
filled the fuel tank we motored back to our free dock so 
they could secure all the stays, halyards, boom, etc. 
They even put the dodger and bimini back up. It was so 
hot that it reminded everyone of the day they took the 
mast down in Michigan. Both couples worked all day 
to get their boats in order. Even though it was so hot, 
Mom and Dad took a short nap and after their showers 
had a cold dinner. Fred and Diane stopped by and they 
all reminisced about the different places they had been. 
Meanwhile we took turns jumping off the boat. Rusty 
got so brave that she did it four times and each time 
went a little farther down the dock until one of them 
had to get off the boat and chase her back. Mom got so 
tired of us getting off she put leashes on all of us. 
 Wednesday, June 16, 2004 - Day 318 - With 
everything in order we left out dock a about 9:00 after 
breakfast and clean up. Taking our time we again 
headed north as the river got narrower along the way. 
We encountered a really fast moving tug pulling a 
barge that passed us in, of course, the narrow part of 
the river. Also a huge barge being pushed came from 
the opposite direction a little later, again at a narrow 
part. Mom and Dad were sure glad they had taken the 
mast down earlier because where they had planned to 
do it was a do-it-yourself hoist that was right on the 
river. The wake from both of those barges would have 
made taking the mast down there very difficult. We 
came to our first lock in seven months and Mom had a 
little bit of trouble getting in position so Dad was able 

to latch onto the pole. Thank goodness we were the 
only boat in the lock. This set-up is a little different 
than the locks in the inland rivers. After Waterford, 
there are five locks right after another - that will get 
them back in the swing of it. As they pulled into the 
dock there were three other boats that had been in the 
same creek the day before. A little later Rejoice pulled 
in. We will probably be traveling with a lot of the same 
people all the way through. We got locked in while 
Mom and Dad checked out the town. Once back at the 
boat we were let out but had to have leashes on. It got 
really hot all of a sudden late in the afternoon so it was 
nice to be out. 
 Thursday, June 17, 2004 - Day 319 - Today was 
catch up for Mom and Dad. They cleaned the boat, did 
the laundry and went to the grocery store. The visitors 
dock where we currently are has boats coming and 
going every day - some headed into the Erie Canal, 
some headed south on the Hudson River and some 
going up to Lake Champlain. It is a free dock for two 
days with electric and water - what a bargain! Around 
2:00 they got a call from The Bear to see if there was 
open space at the dock. There was and shortly 
thereafter The Bear came around the bend. Mom and 
Dad were so happy to see their old friends. The last 
time they saw them was in Marathon in March. Once 
they were tied off Mom and Dad boarded and relaxed 
with both telling of some of their adventures. Mom and 
Dad©s other friends Mike and Jeanne Koschalk, from 
home, were headed this way by car. They planned to 
stop by for dinner and then continue on to their 
daughter©s home in Lake George. They arrived around 
6:30 so the Koschalks, the Walls and Mom and Dad 
went into town to get something to eat. Upon returning 
to the boat, Mike and Jeanne came aboard just for a 
little while and then continued on. It wasn©t long after 
that Mom and Dad went to bed. 
 Fr iday, June 18, 2004 - Day 320 - The Walls 
wanted to continue on while Mom and Dad decided to 
stay another day. After saying goodbye, they went to 
breakfast with Bonnie and Jerry then on to the library 
to check their e-mails. Still there wasn©t anyway to 
connect their laptop and send stored messages. On the 
way back they found a computer store and purchased a 
wireless card. It remains to be seen if that is going to 
work. While walking back to the boat they passed 
above the next lock they will have to enter tomorrow. 
Mom, of course, took pictures. It was impressive to 
look down at the boats in the lock. Dad installed the 
card into the computer and then left for the store with 
Jerry. The afternoon passed with Dad taking a short 
nap after washing the deck. After dinner there were 
people all walking and checking out the boats 
(including Mom and Dad). Rusty even got to take a 
walk on the dock. She had another cat so excited that 
that cat was ready to jump off her boat. 
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 Saturday, June 19, 2004 - Day 321 - After 
breakfast, around 9:00, we were locking up in the first 
lock of the Erie Canal System. There locks were 
different from the ones on the inland rivers. There was 
a cable that you could wrap a mid-ship line around or 
line that you could hold on to at the bow and stern of 
the boat. As you were securing your boat and the water 
started coming in you had to push off so the boat 
wouldn©t slam into the lock wall. They really got their 
exercise because there were five locks right in a row 
with a sixth lock a little way further on. Dad had 
decided he was going to try to get to a free dock while 
The Bear contacted a marina. As it turned out the 
marina couldn©t handle a boat of that size so they both 
went to check out the free dock. When they arrived 
there wasn©t any other boats tied up so The Bear got 
secured and then Tara rafted off her. It worked out 
perfectly. There was even a free concert in the park 
where the dock was located. They walked a little ways 
into town, had lunch and when they returned both 
Mom and Dad fell asleep. Bonnie and Jerry invited 
them for dinner and afterwards they all took a walk and 
stopped for ice cream - what a life! Once back at the 
boat we didn©t get to stay out long before the bugs 
started coming out so back in we went for the night. 
 Sunday, June 20, 2004 - Day 322 - Leaving 
around 8:30 we locked up in six locks. Even we kitties 
are getting used to this routine. We usually don©t get up 
from our naps now. It was a little cold and windy 
today. At least on the canal there aren©t big waves. 
About 3:30 we rafted off The Bear at a free dock in 
Canajoharie. Even though we only went less than 40 
miles it was a long day because of all the locks. Soon 
after we were secure Dad took his afternoon nap. After 
dinner Mom let Rusty and Cooley walk in the grass. 
They both had leashes that were attached to each other 
so they couldn©t go anywhere. Once they got their fill 
of land Mom herded them back on to The Bear where 
they were invited in. Rusty has "hissy fits" when she 
gets near KC (the dog) but Cooley doesn©t have any 
problem with her. Instead, Cooley decided to check out 
their boat. She was even ready to settle down on their 
bed when Mom got her back. 
 Monday, June 21, 2004 - Day 323 - They all went 
out for breakfast and decided to find the river gorge 
and pools that were described in the cruising book. 
Well, they walked and walked and walked up hill out 
of town and still couldn©t find it. They even stopped a 
lady in her car and asked where it was. When they 
were told it was another mile and a half they 
considered turning back when a taxi came by. They got 
a ride to the park but the taxi didn©t wait. Come to find 
out it wasn©t the place they thought it was and now they 
had to walk all the way back! They had talked to 
another woman who was transporting handicapped 
people. As she was heading back into town she picked 

all four of them up and rode them to an area 
overlooking the gorge. They still don©t think it was the 
place they were originally looking for. By the time 
they made it back to the boats it was a little too late to 
continue on to the next dock so they decided to stay put 
for another night. Another boater on the dock 
volunteered to show Mom, Dad, Bonnie and Jerry 
exactly where the look out was. Jerry had started some 
work on his boat but the rest went along. This time 
they saw what was described in the cruising guide. It 
was worth the extra trip. They even saw some 
mansions in the area including the one that had 
belonged to the head of the Beech Nut factory in town. 
After stopping for some liquid refreshments the three 
of them went to a carryout for some more for the boats. 
By 5:00 they met for dinner and then back to the boats. 
Everyone was exhausted from the day©s hikes. Mom 
and Dad wanted to surprise Bonnie and Jerry with 
pictures of their boat but it took them almost two hours 
to figure out how to print. Mission accomplished then 
everyone turned in. 
 Tuesday, June 22, 2004 - Day 324 - As we pulled 
away from the dock there were four other boats to 
follow into the next lock - The Bear, two cruisers and a 
sailboat. We all fit in nicely. We got a little spread out 
after doing four locks but all met at the Little Falls 
dock. Now we kitties are getting used to going into the 
locks so we don©t even bother to get up, except Rusty 
got a little restless in one and got her leash hung up on 
the mast. It was cold and rainy all day but the scenery 
was still beautiful. Once secure Dad put the heater on 
and immediately fell asleep with Mom following 
shortly thereafter. Around 4:30 they walked into town 
with Bonnie and Jerry only to get caught by a 
downpour. With errands taken care of they headed 
back and soon called it a night. The last two days of 
non-stop walking has tired everyone out. 
 Wednesday, June 23, 2004 - Day 325 - Mom and 
Dad were invited to breakfast on The Bear. They took 
their time getting ready to leave. We only had less than 
ten miles and one lock to go through till we got to 
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Herkimer. Both boats were able to tie up at the 
beginning and end of the floating dock. The middle is 
reserved for a canal boat. They got the directions 
figured out and started for town. Bonnie had been 
bitten by a fly and was having an allergic reaction so 
she went back and took some medicine. The other 
"three musketeers" continued on to, of all places, Wal-
Mart! It©s been a long time. Supposedly it was less than 
a mile there but coming back the guys had heavy loads 
in their backpacks. On the way back to the boat Mom 
and Dad got a call from Aunt Beverly. She just had 
open-heart surgery recently and this was the first time 
Mom and Dad got to talk to her. Everyone is relieved 
that she is doing so well. She hurts but says she is 
going to get after the doctor when she feels better. We 
think she already feels better if that©s what she©s 
planning - go Beverly!  
 Mom got everything put away and it wasn©t long 
before Dad was taking his nap. Is he turning into one 
of us?  
 
The JRSC Travelers are now back home in Ohio.  Their year 
long odyssey is finished.
