Bulkhead Gate Problem

 People have had problems with the push button lock 
on the bulkhead fence gate.  Here are the facts on the 
new push button lock. 
 First of all, be sure you have the correct combination.  
The only one that opens the gate is the one posted on the 
bulletin board to the left of the front door of the 
clubhouse, inside the front hall. 
 If you try to open the gate with a different 
combination, it jams the lock.  To clear the jam, turn the 
knob clockwise, twice and then punch in the correct 
push button numbers.  From inside the bulkhead gate, 
you can turn the lock knob clockwise.  That will open 
the lock.
