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Officials Seek Funding for Silt-to-Mine

Proposal

Despite anticipated budget cuts, Toledo-area
officials still hope to get severa million state and
federal dollarsto pay for showing how abandoned strip
mines in southeastern Ohio could be filled with silt
from western Lake Erie.

Such a use of dredged sediment is seen as a way of
ending the 20-year stalemate between the Ohio
Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers over the corps@ractice of dumping
several hundred tons of silt dredged from the Toledo
shipping channel back into the lake each summer.

The Ohio EPA, as well as several past and current
Great Lakes governors, have for years decried open
lake disposal as a destructive way of getting rid of the
silt, even when the corps limits its dumping to
sediment deemed clean enough by the U.S. EPA.

The fate of future harbor-to-mine silt transfers
apparently lies in the outcome of a demonstration
project proposed by a Columbus environmental
consultant. Ernie Nea, president of Nedl
Environmental Services LLC, said he hopes to show it
is both environmentally responsible and economically
feasible to dig out sediment that has been buried for
years in a holding cell near Oregon called a confined
disposal facility. The material removed from that dump
would be shipped to southeastern Ohio for mine
reclamation projects.

Mr. Neal told The Blade he has lined up a mine
near Toronto, Ohio, owned by C&E Coa Inc., of
Lisbon, Ohio, for the demonstration. The site is in
northern Jefferson County, near the West Virginia state
line.

But the pilot project, originally planned for this
year, will likely be postponed until 2006 or later
because of state and federal budget cutbacks, according
to Mr. Neal and others involved with the project.

The demonstration would involve the remova and
transfer of 350,000 cubic yards of sediment from the
Oregon disposal facility. If all goes well, about a
million cubic yards could be removed each year for use
there and at other mines. A million cubic yards is
slightly more than what the corps is expected to dredge
from the Toledo shipping channel this summer.

The Ohio EPA remains "very supportive of the
concept, if it can be done in a very environmentally
sound way," spokesman Dina Pierce said. "At this
point, everything® still in the discussion phase," she
said. Ms. Pierce said enough room could be opened up
in the Oregon disposal facility to either reduce or end
open lake disposal.

Steve Katich, staff director for U.S. Rep. Marcy
Kaptur (D., Toledo), said the congressman hopes to
pursue funding for the project under the government®
Water Resource Development Act once plans are firm.
A cost estimate for the demonstration has not been
submitted, he said.

Mr. Neal told The Blade he has narrowed his search
for material to silt from the Toledo-Lucas County Port
Authority® confined disposal facility near Oregon. At
least two other facilities - in Cleveland and Lorain,
Ohio - had been under consideration.

Brian Schwartz, port authority spokesman, said port
officials hope to get money for the demonstration, but
realize how tight money has become.

Confined disposal facilities are essentialy
waterfront landfills. They have been used since the
federa Clean Water Act was passed in 1972 to bury
sediment the corps dredges annually to keep Great
Lakes shipping channels open. Toledo is the most
heavily dredged Great Lakes port. The corps typically
spends $6 million a year so ships can pass through the
region and help keep the local economy afloat.

But since 1985, the corps has been using western
Lake Erie to dump about two-thirds of the silt it digs
up annually to help conserve space in the confined
disposal facility. Most of the sediment that goes back
into the lake is less polluted than what® dug from
Toledo® inner harbor and goes into a shallow area 3
1/2 miles northwest of Toledo Harbor Light. The most
polluted material still goesinto the disposal facility.

A debate has raged for years over the impact on the
lake ecology from the volume of materia that gets
dumped in the open water. State environmental
regulators and governors have complained that the
practice stirs up contaminants on the lake bottom, turns
the water murky, and ruins habitat for fish and other
aquatic creatures vital to western Lake Erie® fragile
ecology. Scientists view the lake®western basin as the
most vulnerable part of the Great Lakes, because it is
the most shallow.

A new disposal facility would cost $14 million and
take eight years to build. At least $5 million would
have to come from state, local, or private sources.

The Ohio EPA would benchmark this state®
demonstration against a similar pilot effort in central
Pennsylvania called the Bark Camp Demonstration
Project. Pennsylvania officials have said their project
worked because the abandoned mine was filled with
material that keeps rainwater out and is resistant to
acid.

Tainted Water Blamed for South Bass

PUT-IN-BAY, Ohio — Widespread groundwater
contamination on South Bass Island has been identified
as the likely cause of a gastrointestinal outbreak that
sickened more than 1,400 last summer, local, state, and
federa officials said today.

Testing of public and private wells, a public health
investigation, and an aquifer study on the island all
point to water as the source of the sickness, which
included symptoms of diarrhea, vomiting, and nausea
that lasted for days or even weeks.

“A common factor among those sickened was water
consumption,” said Jim Pearsol, assistant director of
the Ohio Department of Health.

Village council on Monday hired a Findlay
company to perform a $423,000 upgrade of its
municipal water plant.

The project will expand capacity from 288,000
gallons a day to 432,000 gallons a day by this summer.

Water and sewer line extensions into Put-In-Bay
Township are also planned to replace wells that were
found to be contaminated last summer.

Thursday, May 27, 2004 - Day 298 - The fog
cleared somewhat and Mom felt a little better so Dad
had to pull two anchors (no an easy job). The plan was
to go to a free dock in Chesapeake City, on the
Chesapeake and Delaware Canal, then leave early in
the morning for Cape May. When they got to
Chesapeake City it was still early and the water was so
shallow that it would be impossible to get to the dock.
Dad checked other options and they kept going. Upon
entering the Delaware Bay, Dad chose the Cohansey
River at Greenwich, New Jersey. This river was
unbelievably deep that Dad had a hard time choosing
where to anchor. The tide and current had to be taken
into account. Around 3:30 we were secure and Mom
went back to bed (she still didn®feel good). Poor Dad
had to make his own dinner and "clean house". We, on
the other hand, were able to run and play on the decks.

Friday, May 28, 2004 - Day 299 - Against all odds
we left our anchorage. The skies looked threatening,
the forecast was storms and Mom heard thunder but
Dad wanted to leave. As it turned out even though the
sky was dark severa times there were never any
storms. We were just cruising along when Rusty got
seasick. Mom didn®give her a pill. She thought she
would be fine. With that taken care of the next obstacle
was the engine. Dad noticed that there was smoke
coming out of the exhaust. He decided to put up the
mainsail but by that time there wasn®any wind. We
just chugged aong while he checked possible
problems. Three times we turned the motor off until
everything was clear. Seems that we sucked up some
weeds again. Dad says he never hears of anyone else
having that problem. Well al is well - we made it to
Cape May. Now we tried to pick an anchorage. The
one he had in mind seemed too shallow so we headed
further away from the city, only to not be able to settle
on another. Finally, he agreed to get a dock. The dock
fees are getting more expensive and he doesn®want to
spend that much. At least now they will be able to
shower.

Saturday, May 29, 2004 - Day 300 - Can you
believe it®day 3007 This has been the most wonderful
experience! There® still more exciting things to see.
We didn®leave the dock until a little after noon. Dad

was able to fill the water tanks and wash the hull under
the water line. Now there isn®any "grass' showing.
We headed back to the anchorage we passed yesterday
except today the wind was pretty strong and the boat
traffic was horrendous. Y esterday they thought it was
too shallow but we never touched bottom today. The
anchor held and Mom and Dad never left the boat all
day long. It was way too rough to dingy ashore. Dad
thought we should have just gone out in the ocean and
head for Atlantic City but by that time we would have
been entering the harbor after dark - no way. When
everything died down it was too late to go into shore.
We all took a nap. Mom and Dad have been joining us
napping alot lately.

Sunday, May 30, 2004 - Day 301 - A little after
5:30 Dad got us al up and wanted to head out. We
managed to leave the anchorage before the holiday
traffic. Once out in the ocean it was pretty calm with
little wind. Dad set the main just in case the wind
freshened. We only made it a little way up the coast
when a trawler that had passed us was stopped. We
circled them to find out that their engine had quit. Dad

asked if they wanted a tow
and they accepted. We were
both headed for Atlantic
City anyway. So after Dad
dropped the main, launched
the dingy and rigged up a
sling we tied them on and
slowly (only a little above three knots) towing them
north. By the time we were passing Ocean City and
approaching Atlantic City, Sea Tow took over. There
were two couples and their dog aboard. They sure
appreciated our help. After they cast off Dad set both
sails and we

were a
sailboat. It
didn® matter

that sailing we
weren® going
as fast as we
were towing

that 36@®
trawler. Soon
we were

approaching the channel and they had to take the sails
down and the rough ride into the harbor began. There
were boats of all sizes coming and going everywhere.
We made it OK and set anchor close to a bridge within
sight of Harrah® Casino. It sure was an impressive
sight sailing along the coast and seeing al the casinos
along the shore. Mom and Dad had made arrangements
to see their friends Bob and Ginny Guy. Bob and
Ginny drove especialy from Philadelphia to spend a
little time with them. Even though it was still really



rough, Mom braved getting
into the dingy and motoring
quite away to a dock. The
timing was perfect because
shortly after they arrived
ashore, Bob and Ginny came.
They drove Mom and Dad
over to the Boardwalk where
the major casinos are located.
After walking the boardwalk
and checking out a couple of
casinos, they treated Mom and Dad to dinner. They had
even brought some cakes for Mom and Dad and treats
for us kitties. It was getting late and Mom and Dad had
to get back to the dingy before it got dark but Mom
still had alittle time to play video poker. She was even
ahead nine dollars when she quit. They made it back to
the dingy in plenty of time and said goodbye to Bob
and Ginny. It was great that they came to visit and they
were surely very generous with dinner and treats. Back
at the boat they secured the dingy so if necessary they
could take off early in the morning. Mom didn®want
us on the deck because if we fell off, the current would
sweep us away. Our freedom was short lived.

Monday, May 31, 2004 - Day 302 - Now this is
ridiculous - Dad woke everyone up at 5:30 (sunrise)
and said let®going. Rusty had just jumped into Mom®
bed and every time she went to move Rusty put her
paw on Mom® hand as if to say - don®move, it® too
early, it®nice and warm here, please stay. When Dad
speaks though, everyone jumps - so the anchor was
pulled and off we went. The seas were cam and the
breeze light so it was motor sail with the main up.
After awhile the breeze picked up and out came the jib
and off went the motor. A little later, of course, the
wind lightened and they furled the jib and turned on
the motor. Well - wouldn® you know it - the wind
picked up again so out with al the sails and off with
the motor. This is like a roller coaster ride. This time
the wind kept building and soon it was raining pretty
hard - a great sail but awfully wet. Rusty didn®get sick
but she looked like she could. Cocoa is the smart one
she just hunkered down and rode it out. Cooley didn®
know what to do. Each time the motor started she
would come out of the cabin and crawl into her
cubbyhole in the cockpit. We made it into the
Manasquan Inlet but it was really rough. At least it is
protected. After waiting for a train to pass on the first
bridge we continued to the first gas dock. Mom had
tried to contact that marina by phone and radio but no
answer. Even when tied up they rang a bell and still no
answer. After changing into dry clothes someone did
come to give them fuel and register the boat. It the
weather doesn®improve we could be here a couple of

days.
