| recently received an email from a past commodore
of JRSC by the name of Dick Youngberg. He graciously
gave me permission to print his letters in the
Skulldugger. | felt that some of the membership would
enjoy hearing from him. Dick Youngberg is proof that
although members give up their membership, Jolly
Roger Sailing Club holds a special place in the hearts.

Letter #1:

My name is Dick Youngberg, Past Commodore of
JRSC 1978-79. | have just been looking over recent
issues of the Skulldugger on the website, trying to catch
up with some of my old pals. | recognize names like
Paul Carr, Don Carsten, Con Crowley and Dave Shaffer
but there are a lot of new names and activities.

I now live in Sedona, Arizona where sailing is
restricted to bathtub toys. It has been fun to see what's
happening in Point Place. We were active in the club
from 1974 until we sold our Catalina 22 in 1987. We
remained as Social Members for several years after
that.

Alittle history fill-in for you. The first clubhouse was
truly a chicken coop followed by a "retired" portable
Toledo voting shack (they towed them on wheels to
polling locations). | recall seeing one of those in the



70's. They were wood framed ,one room structures
about 8' x 10 feet in size. Fortunately, the ( front part)
of the current clubhouse was built later on and with 70
active members, in 1978, the decision was made to add
the main part of the clubhouse. With the exception of
electrical wiring, the entire project was accomplished by
the members right down to the digging of the
foundation. Construction went all through the winter of
78-79 and in about June of 1979 we finished it just in
time for the Cat Tail Regatta ( which back then was a
two day affair with two races around the buoys in the
bay on Saturday and a race to Turtle Island and back on
Sunday morning). The entire project was funded
through the sale of promissory notes to the member with
a limit of $1,000 per member. Somehow $16,000 rings a
bell but it seems to be a small sum in retrospect. Bob
Pearson was the Construction Manager on the project
and had close to 1,000 "work hours' on that project. We
bootlegged and scrounged everything we could
including the odd 5 foot by 5 foot ceiling system which
came free from Owens-Corning and which graces the
ceilings of One Seagate today. The kitchen stove was
from the old Jeep Admin Building cafeteria. That
structure was dynamited down about the same time.

About the same time we had the opportunity to buy
the back yard. Prior to that we only had minimal
parking defined by the driveway out in back which goes
to the street. We really didn't know what to do with the
land but there were rumors of high density housing
sponsored by the city and for security purposes, we felt it
wise to lock up the property. Hopefully it remains a
good investment.

Well, enough nostalgia. People like Paul Carr (who
also "lived" the clubhouse building project) can
probably shed light or make corrections to what |'ve put
down here.

Anyway, Its great to know that the club is flourishing
with 200 active members (Sill the maximum?). | wish
the Club well and look forward to seeing the
Skulldugger in the future.

Also, we were saddened to hear of the passing of

Paul Moeller, Don Sondys and Rick Huff. Time moves
on. We left Toledo in 2000 and now live in Sedona, AZ.
A gorgeous small town with 2,500 foot high red
sandstone cliffs right outside our door. Our water is
limited to a spring-fed creek which flows through town
so our sailing, if we still were doing it, would be in Lake
Powell or Mead 150 miles north and west. If you find
yourself in Phoenix we're just 100 miles north.
