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Parade of Boats— May 24, 2007

The object of the boat parade is to celebrate the
opening of the 1-280 Veterans Skyway Bridge and
Toledo Marina District Glass City Veterans Memoria
Marina.

Boat Parade participants will pre-register on Officia
Registration Form and submit to the Parade Committee.
Theme of the Parade is “SALUTE TO THE
VETERANS’ and participating vessels are encouraged
to decorate with a variety of decorations and light
configurations with the theme in mind. Judging will be
done by assigned professonads who will categorize
vessels as Power and Sal with the best of both
categories issuing prizes for 1%, 2™ and 3¢ place
competition. Judges will consider most patriotic, most
unique and most attractive lighting configuration.

Boaters participating are required to submit vital
vessel information in advance of the event and will be
assigned and required to post the assigned number
plague on the port bow and port side transom for parade
position identification and contest judging reference.

Boats participating will be classfied as “High
Profile” and will assemble in Staging Area #1 up river of
the CSX Railroad Bridge. Stage Area #1 vessel will
require a Railroad Bridge Opening and will be requested
to assemble well before parade start time. Vessels
classified as “Low Profile” not requiring a railroad
bridge opening will assemble in Staging Area #2 near
the Toledo Yacht Club entrance and can assemble easily.

Committee Boats will be assigned for Stage area #1
& #2 and with coordinated effort all participating parade
vessels will proceed up river a a reasonable and
acceptable speed maintaining proper  spacing
(approximately 50 to 75 feet apart) and safe operational
procedures. Boats will remain inline to a point nearing
(300 feet) the MLK (Cherry St.) Bridge turning to port
180 degrees maintaining spacing and keeping a 100 foot
radius and proceeding on the east side of the marked
channel back out the river to a point near the opening of
the newly constructed Glass City Veterans Memorid
Marina ending the Boat Parade.

Boaters preregistered and confirmed to fill
approximately 78 pre-assigned docks will be coordinated
with an assigned Marina Dockmaster and Docking

Committee will assist al pre-assigned arriving vessels
be allowed to proceed cautiously into the marina basin
and per dock assignment and at the safety of the
Docking Committee.

Committee is anticipating approximately 100 various
boats to participate in the Boat Parade and anticipates
many spectator boats to be traveling alongside without
parade committee supervision and subject to marine
safety enforcement by other agencies.
