During the April General Membership and Board
meetings the future form of the Skulldugger has been
debated. The cost of the Skulldugger has become a
concern; it takes approximately one membership per
month to cover the cost of the Skulldugger's printing.

Bulkhead Report

| hope everyone survived the winter & are ready to do
some sailing. Both hoists are up, running & ready for the
tasks at hand. | am asking everyone to follow a few
simple guidelines when operating the hoist or storing
your boat on the bulkhead.

1. The small 1/2 ton hoist is to be used for daysailers
(Interlakes, Thistles, FJ's, etc.) & the Boston Whaler.

2. When operating the small hoist, be careful not to
run the chain out of the hoist. There is enough chain to




raise or lower boats even with low water. Please be
careful.

3. Make a habit of using the line attached to the end
of the hoist beam to swing the beam & not the hoist
control  cable. I have a steel cable
attached to each pushbutton box to prevent the electrical
cable being pulled out of either the hoist or the
pushbutton box. Please tie off the beam to the flood
gate storage rack using the line & not one of the hoist
hooks

4. The large 3 ton hoist is to be used for the Catalina
22's & similar boats, not to exceed 4000 Ibs.(rated
capacity of the crane beam). The slings are to be put
back in the shed & the hoist cradle set next to the fence
when finished using them.

5. It is the responsibility of each member to pick up &
remove his/her personal property or trash from the
bulkhead. Please do not leave your equipment in the
grass.

6. Please make sure bailers or drain plugs are open
in your boat, if stored on the bulkhead without a cover, to
allow water to drain (mosquito problem).

7. The shed on the bulkhead is for the storage of race
markers, Junior sailing equipment, hoist & dock supplies
& not for storing someone’s personal equipment.

8. All boats stored on the bulkhead must pay the
bulkhead fee. Any boat left on the bulkhead more than 7
days will be charged.

If you have problems with the hoist or anything on the
bulkhead please report it to me as soon as possible. |
can be reached at home: (419) 878-4142 or cell: (419)
376-2611. | will make every attempt to get the problem
corrected as soon as possible. If anyone needs work
hours, the bulkhead needs mowing from time to time,
brush cut & weeds killed. Please call me before you do
the work so | can keep track of who is doing what.
