Building Teams - Mumm 30 World Championship

It was an amazing summer. | was
abou to reach a goal that | had set
many yeas ago. It would take much
time, patience, practice goodtiming and
of course a little bit of luck. It would
also take the financial commitment to
campaign USA 39 onthe drcuit.

| have dways been enamored with
racy things, in particular sailboats. |
jumped in feet first and discovered
there are no shortcuts. It would be a
long road to eventualy compete at the
top amateur level of our sport. As |
would find out it is not so amateur after
all.

The plan was hatched in the ealy
months of 2004. Our crew would
consist of 4 Canadians and 2
Michiganders and me. We would do 3
One Design Events on the Great Lakes
circuit and 1 practice regatta in Port
Huron and Sarnia Ontario leading up to
the Mumm 30 2004 World Championship in Toronto
Canada. Thisis how it goes.

Theentry in and o itself was area challenge. There
are many criteria to med for a valid entry in an
international competition. Thisis a partial list. $100000
entry fee valid ore design cetificate issued from the
UK., member of anational governing body such as US
Sailing, a crew declaration form where al crew are
registered with the ISAF the world governing body,
Category 4 dffshore safety gea, al sails are registered
with the class authorities and permanently buttoned,
Helmsman liability form and 2 million dllars worth of
liability insurance. All of thisjust to enter. And thisisn't
al. The boat had to be weighed, templated, sails
measured and seven crew had to weigh 1157pounds. No
exceptions.

| arrived in Toronto 3 days before the racing was to
begin. There was alot of pre-regatta stuff to do. Practice
racs were scheduled for Sunday and Monday. They
would weigh the boat on Saturday and we would weigh
ourselves, we were borderline overweight. We would
tune up.

A high-presaure system was daled over Lake
Ontario. The westher was forecast in the high 70s to low
80s; we hadn't seen thisal summer much lessfor a solid
week. This ounded great. We had been fast all seasonin
the light condtions.

The weeklong regatta was held at the Royal Canadian
Yadt Club onToronto Island only accessible by boat or
ferry. This made logistics a bit tricky. As we motored
aaoss the bay towards the RCYC, the Itadians were
coming out al in their red team wea and rew cabon

sails. They looked ready but no more ready than we
would be. They the Italians had won the Mumm 30
Worlds 3 times previoudy. The Europeans are the
toughest in the dass The club and venue had this old-
world fee with just the right amount of pomp and
circumstance. The staff was attentive and seemed
excited to have our event.

The opening ceremonies were served with of course,
Mumm champagne, and freshly shucked oysters with all
of the trimmings for the cmpetitors and their crews.
The Toronto skyline looked beautiful as a baddrop. The
international jury was introduced as well as the class
president and aher authorities. We would begin raang
tomorrow Tuesday morning.

We awvoke to a beautiful morning flat seas, mild
temperatures and light breeze. The fleet headed aut to
the course for the start of what would be a amazing
week of high level racing. We would be competing with
some of the sports top sail ors. Before the warning gun
every morning we would hook up with a friendly boat
and go upwind to test spead, angle, rig tune and wind on
the sides of the aurse. Returning to the line we set our
kites gibing downwind cheding the same things to the
pre start. Thisiswhereit getsfun.

My goal was to sail clean and to not foul any boats
and to keep us out of trouble. | was resporsible to start
the boat and drive fast. The tactician and crew would do
the rest. After the first coupe of races the goas were
primarily met but there was a lot of traffic. Oh my god.
What a pile up at the top mark... The whole fleet was
tight and finding a hole was next to imposshle. We



would manage through the first day of radng. | was
having a blast!!

The leaders were clearly evident. Team Pegasus with
Phillip Kahn helming one boat and Sharkey Kahn a
novice driving the other boat were clearly emerging as
the early leaders. Sharkey was the 2008 Melges 24
World Champion. They were fast and went in the proper
directionall day.

The Austrdians proved to be strong; they had done
this 4 times before. Consistency was key. We seaned to
be sdling in the middie of the padk opening on the
second day with a top 5 finish. There were moments of
brilliance. After day 2 of racing we were settling into the
groove. Following the raang the daly awards were
presented with plenty of Stella beer on tap compli mented
by roasted corn on the @b and French fries. We of
course alded to this with our own stash of Mount Gay
rum.

Day 3, Thursday would start with a 6 hou
postponement. It was welcomed by al of the teams.
Every one enjoyed the day in their own separate ways.
Some played lawn bawling, touch football and had
extended lunches. The day's previous radng was being
shown at the regatta center via DVD. Everyone seaned
relaxed. Bang! The AP flag dropped at 3:30 and we
would head out to doa race that we should all forget. It
started with 4 general recals and ended with a 40 degree
shift favoring the boats on the other side. Some finished
with their jibs onthe last run. Oh well that's how it goes.
At least | got some good pradicestarting the boat.

We would return to the club for a fabulous formal
dinner for the al of the teams. Bed was srved over
potatoes and freshly cooked green beans. The servers
kept the wine flowing and | kept the rum flowing.
Dessrt would finish off a great night of celebration and
camaraderie. RCYC did a fantastic job here. The food
was gred and the revelry was even better. Friday would
be the last day of radng. We needed to better our
paosition. | knew we could dobetter.

We awoke to a humid, still and fogged in morning.
The AP flag was out for a couple of hou's and we would
anxiously wait for the final day of racing. Once the fog

broke, we headed out to the @urse under motor then
under kite ghosting along at 4 knots hooking up with
Champoaosa. Bang! we were off cleaily. A fifth place
finish in that race suited us well. As the &ternoon
descended into late afternoonthe race @mmitteeran the
final race.

It was hilarious. Imagine 21 Mumm 30s charging to
wedher after the start andthereisa auising boat right in
the middle of the aurse about 50 yards up. Y ou should
have head the aews yelling. “* GET OFF OF THE
COURSE", “ TACK”, “ START YOUR MOTOR”, “
YOU IDIOT”. The cruiser was in total shock and he
barely got away clean. We were pinned to the left and
the wind went left. After reaching into the mark and
rounding in last place we gibe set, caught the shift and
were back in it.

They
made two attempts to land bu the shore was too muddy
baoth times. Badk on the boat they had snadks and pgayed
cards until dinnertime. After cleanup they got to watch
ancther movie. This time it was ill early when the
movie was over and orly Mom wanted to go to sleep.
Soonthe others followed.

Monday, April 19, 2@4 + Day 260 - Mom woke up
in the midde of the night because the no-seeums were
biting her. Once all the ports and hetches were closed
they couldnt get in. By 7:30 it was time to pul anchor
and hoth Rejoice and Tara headed bad into the ICW.
Josh was in and aut of the cbin helping kegp oncourse
and dternately doing schodwork. By 11:30 we pulled
into a marina for fuel and get dockage for two nights.
We had passed Rejoice and she soon came to the same
marina. After dinner they all got together and played
dominoes. Josh got to watch another movie before and
after the game. They never quite finished the game and
dedded to finish ancther day.

Tuesday, April 20, 2004- Day 261 -They sure got
out and left us early this morning. They caught a bus to
Savannah and took a trolley tour of the beautiful city.
Before going their own ways they had lunch at a famous
restaurant and cecided to mee again to catch the last bus
badk to the marina. The day was gent walking around
town. Josh, Dad and Mom redly enjoyed the maritime
museum and the Savannah waterfront.

Once seaure, Josh
went in for a swim. After
dinner he  worked on
schoolwork. Mom and Dad
kept watching the mud hump
behind our boat as the tide went
out. Fortunately, we had noless
that 9 fed of water and we need
a least 5. Dolphins were
swimming all aroundthe area.

Thursday, April 22, 200! -

Day 263 £+ We took our time puling anchor this
morning. When Mom cdled the marina
they said we could come in. By the time both boats were
anchored it was after 11:00 - so much for an early start.
Diane, Mom, Dad and Joshua waited for the murtesy car
to return so they could go to the grocery store. By the
time they returned it was almost too late to chedk out the
shops. Overheal there were airplanes practicing for an
air show this weekend. Wow - were they impressive.
Codley didn't think so because when she heard them, all

she did was run and hide. Dad found an ice aean shop
that was still open. As they went through a few shops it
was closing time for some so they decided to wak
through the historic district of the town. Mom even got
some grea pictures. By the time they returned it was
time for dinner and time for us to get out for some fresh
ar.

Friday, April 23, 2004 - Day 264 + Dad got to run
with Diane and everyone (except us kitties) was able to
shower before leavsing Beaufort.

Saturday, April 24,2004 - Day 265- With an early
start by 7:30 we were on our way to Charleston arriving
before 1:00. After both Tara and Rejoice were secure
they all took a shuittle to the heart of the old city. Thisis
an awesome dty, as Josh would say. The mansions are

unbelievable. They even got to ea at Bubba Gumps. A
coupe of days before they watched Forest Gump and
yesterday they watched the beginning of Gone With The
Wind. Josh could relate to bah movies now because
either cetan parts were filmed in Georgia and South
Carolina or the history that was portrayed took placein
some of the dties they have visited. Upon returning to
the boat Josh met two lrothers that were close to his age.
He had lots of fun running with them and gdanned to
med with them later in the week in Myrtle Beach.
Sunday, April 25,2004 - Day 266- They did it again -
left us alone all day. It got alittle too hot today. They all
went to Patriot©s Point to see a aircraft carrier, a
destroyer, a submarine and a Coast Guard Cutter. It
seams that they were walking through these ships for
five and a haf hours. Guess they redly enjoyed them.
When they returned we were ale to get out and they
were dle to rest. After dinner Dad and Josh played
Euchre with Fred and Diane while Mom got caught up
onthelaundry.

Monday, April 26, 24 - Day 267- When are they
going to stop leaving us aone al day? Today they went
into the city to take aferry to see Fort Sumter and the
South Carolina Aquarium. Fred and Diane decided to go
their own way. By the time Mom, Dad and Josh made it
bad to the boat the weather was starting to turn bad -
good timing. Mom was 0 exhausted she just "crashed"
while everyone dse dedded they were too tired aso to
play Euchre. Dad soonfell asleep while Josh read for a



while. During the night the rain came and some bedding
got alittle wet.

Tuesday, April 27, 2004- Day 268 - After filling the
water tanks and cheding out we headed orward around
9:00. Rejoice had left amost a half hour earlier.
Crossing the tip of Charlestonit becane alittle eciting.
Thisisavery busy ocean port. Consequently as we were
attempting to crossthe bay we had to maneuver between
an ocean tanker and a huge container ship.
