Ohio EPA OKs Destruction of Wetlands 
for  Boat Slips 
Article published Friday, October 6, 2006 
From the Toledo Blade 
 
 MIDDLE BASS ISLAND, Ohio — State regulators 
yesterday authorized the Ohio Department of Natural 

Resources to destroy 4.25 acres of wetlands so it can 
increase the number of boat slips at the island’s marina.  
The permit was issued by the Ohio Environmental 
Protection Agency. 
 The Ohio DNR, which owns the marina, has agreed 
to create, enhance, or protect 42.96 acres of new or 
existing wetlands to compensate for the loss. 
 The state, which has acquired 141 acres on Middle 
Bass since 2001, is 
spending $11.4 million 
on the marina and related 
improvements to the 
island. When completed, 
the marina — which now 
has 130 boat slips — 
will have 360.  
 

 
 

The Amazing Life Journey continues…  
Captain Tim Forderer 
 
 Tim Forderer is a former Junior Jolly Roger Sailor.  His 
father, Larry Forderer was a Jolly Roger Member 
 

 Its 0200 12 July, today we have our first 1000 miles 
aboard Vivid under our belt.  A nice milestone as each 
day we become more familiar with her and her 
operation.  In total we will sail near 7000 miles in the 
next three months. The primary objective is cruising for 
a month in Greenland and Iceland.  We will sail as high 
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as Latitude 65, any 
higher and you’d better 
be aboard an Ice 
Breaker.  This is truly 
exciting.  As a young kid 
I devoured the pages of 
the old Yacht Racing 
Cruising magazine.  In 

one sitting I would read it from cover to cover and then 
over the month wear out the pages until the next issue 
arrived.  I always gravitated to the stories of high 
adventure and exploration sailing.  I would visualize 
what it would be like to sail places that only a few lucky 
people get to explore.  Now it is my turn to live those 
magazine page adventures.  
 We will explore places in Greenland and Iceland that 
have names that resemble the random letters found in a 
spoonful of Alphabet Soup.  We will fumble the 
pronunciation of ports with names like Aappilattoq, 
Kangerlussuntsiaq and Evighedsfjorden.   
 We are just passing the Cabot Strait on our way to St 
John’s Newfoundland.  The Cabot Strait lies between 
Nova Scotia and Newfoundland and leads to the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence which connects to the St. Lawrence 
Seaway which is the shipping highway to the Great 
Lakes via Lake Erie.  I daydream for a second of 
hanging a left…and how proud I would be to sail this 
beautiful yacht into my home waters of Western Lake 
Erie.   
 We pass over a depth of 10,000 feet marked on the 
chart.  I am snapped out of the Lake Erie reminiscing.  I 
have a flashback of junior sailing on the Ottawa River at 
Jolly Roger Sailing Club.  If you tipped over and were 
not quick enough to hop on the centerboard you would 
dig your mast head in the mud.  You would not have that 
problem here…  
 The Greenland – Iceland trip planning has been a 
learning experience in itself.  I have been partnering with 
John Harries, a known  expert and author for high 
latitude sailing.  John will join us as our guide for the 
Greenland cruise.  In the preparation we have had to 
consider everything from; extreme weather systems, 
special Rocna anchor, and extra 300 feet of chain, a 
shore fast system of cables and lines for securing the 

transom to boulders 
ashore, ice immersion 
suits, ice poles for 
pushing off stray bergs, 
loads of paper charts 
because the e-charts are 
inadequate for the areas, 
and even a powerful gun 

for protection from hungry polar bears.  
 Its 1700 July 13, we are just making out the southern 
shoreline of Newfoundland.  We have 70 miles to go up 
the east coast to St Johns.  Our ETA into St Johns is 
0200 on the 14th of July.  We will anchor, clean the boat 
down, sleep, and then take a much needed day off.  We 
will then spend the next few days on repairs and prep for 
the next leg.  The next leg is 1100 miles from St Johns 
Newfoundland to Nuuk Greenland.   
 July 15, St Johns:  Our picture ended in the St. Johns 
Telegraph.  It was a bit like a scene out of the Kevin 
Spacey movie ‘The Shipping News’ , with the local 
reporter making big news out of simple everyday 
occurrences.  We have had a constant stream of town’s 
people coming by the boat and some standing looking 
for long periods of time.  I have to believe this town is 
made up of the friendliest 
people I have ever met. 
When you get off the 
boat you are greeted like 
a celebrity and each time 
have someone offering to 
drive you somewhere.   
 July 16, St Johns: St 
Johns is one of the 
world’s largest and best protected natural harbors.  Long 
ago it would be filled with Schooners seeking refuge and 
during WWII a staging area for Navy Vessels heading to 
Europe.   
 Lisa and I are just finishing hiking Signal Hill.  Atop 
the hill you are rewarded for the effort to get there. Here 
you are treated to absolutely beautiful views overlooking 
the Narrows, the ocean and the town of St Johns.  Signal 
Hill, to me, was a “ life’s sign post” . It was a sign of my 
past career and experiences and the new.  Signal Hill is 
the location where Guillermo Marconi placed the first 
wireless call and hence invented the wireless phone 
industry. I spent about 10 years in the Wireless Phone 
business before I followed my heart and tacked for my 
real life’s passion of sailing.  I sat here for a few minutes 
reflecting, watching the fisherman head out through the 
Narrows with their bows slowly pitching up and down 
with the incoming swell leaving Marconi’s Signal Hill 
behind… Just as I will do in a few days. 
 July 26, 0330, We are off of the Labrador 
Coast.  Almost free of the Ice zone.  For the last two 
nights we slow down to about 4 knots until it gets light 
out so we do not hit any "ice growlers" that do not show 
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up on radar.  We are currently in position 55 50N 054 
25N - 500 miles from Nuuk Greenland.  We have lucked 
out with the weather, an extreme 800 mile wide low 
pressure system  has gone south and east of us.  We have 
light - high pressure conditions forecasted for the 
remainder of the trip. 
 The days are getting longer.  It gets dark at 2215 and 
light at 0400.   
 We celebrated Lisa© birthday today.  With about 8 
very large icebergs - and a birthday cake!
