 The I-LYA Sail Race Chairs, Ed and Abbie Skoch 
recently mailed out letters to sailors who had 
participated in Bay Week.  In the letter they described 
their plans to change the agenda for “Bay Week”  and 
also enclosed a survey.  If you did not receive a letter, 
but would like to participate in the survey, go to www.i-
lya.com and click on the “Sail”  at the left and it will take 
you to the survey link.   
 Following are the changes they would like to 
implement for 2008: 
1.) The dates for the regatta will be moved to August as 
follows: a) Cleveland Deepwater will start on 
Wednesday, Aug.6. Sandusky Steeplechase, Port 
Clinton, Toledo and Detroit Deepwater Races will start 
on Thursday, Aug. 7.  b) The first race of the Regatta 
will be about 10:00 Friday, Aug. 8 and continue on 
Saturday, Aug. 9 and the last races will be on Sunday, 
Aug. 10.  The final awards ceremony will be at 4:00 
Sunday. 
 The reasons for these major changes include: a) To 
separate Sail and Power Regattas; b) To make the 
dockage more accessible, (smaller rafts), because of less 
congestion; c) Put-in-Bay itself prefers us moving 
BACK to August; and d) To help with both crew and 
employment difficulties (at most only 1 or 2 days off 
from work). 
 

2.) I-LYA is negotiating to utilize “B”  Dock which is 
under control of DeRivera Park.  “A”  and “B”  Docks are 
controlled by the Put-in-Bay Port Authority.  This would 
further improve dockage and the new dates make it 
possible. 
 

3.) Registered boats will be assigned dockage based 
upon length and draft prior to the starting dates.  To 
make this happen registration will end on July 16.
