I’m glad to report that Bayview Y acht Club hosted
the Mumm 30 Class at the Detroit Noods this year. We
were racing on a shared course this year with the J-
120s, Beneteau 36.7s, as well as the J35s and the
Grand Prix Class. Lake St. Clair presented perfect
racing conditions with 7-11 knot winds and plenty of
sunshine. Not until Sunday the last day of the regatta
did the weather kick-up a bit. On the way back from
the race course, which by the way was about an 8 mile
motor there and back, did the wind build to about 20
plus.

| wish the race committee would have run one more
race in the freshening breeze. Oh well, the party is
important to some and the sailors I'm sure were pretty
hungry and eager to collect their awards and get home.

The 2005 team consisting of the same members as
last year felt that we could carry the momentum
forward gained from the previous years season. We
concluded the season with a mid fleet finish at the
Toronto worlds. Our best finish was a third place on
the last day of racing. We open with the Detroit Noods
as the first round of the 2005 Great Lakes
Championships.

Friday was uneventful with us shaking out the bugs
and sailing to a solid third place dl day. At least we
were consistent. On Saturday race four was exciting, it
was a dogfight to the end with Intermec, who were
leading the regatta, and us battling. | pushed port jibe
towards the finish eventualy fowling them with the
kite and had to spin costing us 1 boat and the win
placing us third again. On race five we were over early
and never recovered. Race six was another dogfight
with Intermec neck and neck on the same gibe sailing
towards the finish with us to windward. The pin wasin
close sight. Then a huge 47 footer gibed on our air at
the finish subsequently letting them squirt ahead. | was
a bit ticked that they did that. It is ether poor
sportsmanship or just a lack of knowing the

consequences of mixed fleet racing. They were so far
ahead of everyone they were basicaly racing alone and
it cost us a race. She could have finished on the other
side of us.

Sunday mathematically we could pull a second out
of the regatta if things didn’t work out for Tramp the
second place boat. We matched Intermec up the course
tack for tack and round the course gibe for gibe. We
were going for it. They eventually got away on the
backside of some powerboat wake. We finished second
that race. Not too bad for our first event. Our next
event takes us to Cleveland for a three day regatta
hosted by the Lakeside Yacht Club where we are the
defending champions.

I will report on the remainder of the 2005 season
and give an update for the 2006 season where we will
compete in Miami for the 2006 Worlds.
