Qingdao, China 
August 23, 2007 
 

 With one year to go to the 2008 Summer Olympic 
Games I won the Gold Medal in the Pre-Olympic 
Regatta held here this week in Qingdao. It feels really 
cool standing on the podium listening to your own 
National Anthem. Now I’m discovering the press 
conferences, interviews, photo sessions that go along 
with making it to the top at an event like the 2007 Good 
Luck Beijing International Regatta. 
� Based on the scores going into the Medal Race, my 
only competition for the Gold was Jo Aleh from New 
Zealand. Jo has been part of the elite international group 
of sailors I’ve been competing with and against all year. 
She sailed a great series and it will tell you something 
about today’s race that I finished tenth out of ten boats 
and Jo finished seventh to win the Silver Medal.  
� Evi Van Acker, my good friend and training partner 
from Belgium, finished third overall and took the Bronze 

Medal. Evi led the fleet on points after the opening day 
and came back today from fourth place to win the 
Bronze. 
 We raced close to the breakwater within view of the 
spectators and had a good southeasterly breeze about 8-
10 knots. With my 11 point cushion I knew Jo had to get 
ahead of me and put at five boats between us to take the 
Gold.  
 We were match racing before the start and she had to 
tack clear after I forced her into a bad start. I covered her 
all the way up the first beat, putting her last and me 
second to last at the first mark. I didn’ t push her back as 
much as I would have liked to. I thought the fleet was 
further ahead when I took some pressure off at the mark.  
 We continued to duke it out at the back of the fleet 
down the run and I got inside her approaching the gate 
until we went for opposite sides. At the last minute I 
decided it was safer to stay close to her and follow her 
around her mark. In hindsight I should have stuck to my 
plan and gone for the other side and tacked on her hip. 
Now Jo was ahead and the battle continued up the next 
beat. Jo caught a couple of boats on the run, coming into 
the finish, but it wasn’ t sufficient to gain her the points 
she needed.  
 Charlotte Dobson from Great Britain won today’s 
Medal Race. Croatia’s Gintare Volungeviciute was 
second and Evi was third.
