Final Chapter

Friday, July 9, 2004 - Day 341 - The best-laid
plans went wrong - get an early start (7:00) and get
fuel. Well the fuel dock didn®open up until 10:00 and
Dad didn®want to pay the high price. By the time we
left the fuel dock Rejoice was half way to Dunkirk. It
was up with the main, unfurl the jib, turn off the motor,
but there wasn®any wind. So turn the motor on (with
little fuel), furl the jib, and take down the main. That®
the way the day went except the wind picked up on the
nose, so if we sailed we had to tack. Rusty got sick so
Mom brought her out in the cockpit and she crawled
into the cubbyhole next to Cooley. They both slept the
rest of the way. Cocoa didn® seem to have any
problem. Eleven hours later we arrived at the Dunkirk
Yacht Club. All three of us took the opportunity to
jump ship. Rusty got the furthest and walked on
someone else® boat. Mom herded us back on board
and then joined the club members for their weekly
Friday cocktail party. These people were so friendly.
Before dark Mom and Dad went across the street for
pizzathen returned back to usand called it a night.



Saturday, July 10, 2004 - Day 342 - Today was a
lot different than yesterday. First we had fuel. That®
good because we had the motor running the whole way
to Erie, Pennsylvania (sometimes with the mainsail
up). The skies cleared by noon and with little wind it
started to warm up. We left Dunkirk around 7:30 and
arrived in Erie around 2:00. With the auto pilot on
Mom and Dad got to relax the whole way. Since it was
a smooth ride we didn® get seasick either. About
fifteen minutes after we docked Rejoice came in and
tied on the dock just in front of us. Mom and Dad just
hung around the boat after dinner and watched a
movie. By then it was ailmost midnight and we all went
to bed.

Sunday, July 11, 2004 - Day 343 - The motor
sounded funny when we pulled into the dock yesterday
so Dad worked on it most of the morning. He figured
that the exhaust from the fuel tank was clogged. There
was aso some strange liquid in the engine
compartment that he never did figure out where it was
coming from. He took apart just about everything in
the cockpit and the quarter berth. After showers, Mom,
Dad, Fred and Diane went out to dinner. Once they
returned we were let outside. It was a really beautiful
day today. Too bad Mom and Dad haven®seen much
of the town yet - maybe tomorrow. Dad was asleep by
8:00 after afull day of boat maintenance.

Monday, July 12, 2004 - Day 344 -It was another
day in Erie. They al left us and hopped a bus to get
groceries just as it started to rain. The first bus took
them to the mall where they wandered for a couple of
hours. Next they transferred to a shuttle bus to the
grocery store. With everyone loaded down they
reversed their bus route back to the marina. While the
ladies put groceries away, Dad and Fred went to check
on a wooden boat that was being built nearby. Rusty
and Cooley even got off the boat. Two girls from other
boats wanted to pet us so Mom let Rusty and Cooley
go with them on the dock (with leashes of course)

Tuesday, July 13, 2004 - Day 345 - We headed out
around 7:00 to make over 40 miles to Ashtabula, Ohio
- Ohio at last! On the way out Dad had to stop the boat
twice to clear weeds from the exhaust. The boat was
making quite a racket too but as soon as they got the
motor running 3,000 RPM it seemed to be fine. At first
there was no wind but about mid morning it picked up.
With the wind still coming out of the west it was till
motor sailing al the way. When we got to the harbor
they dropped the main and turned the motor on. Still
there was quite a racket but they didn®have any choice
but to head in. They just made the 1:30 bridge opening
and pulled up to the fuel dock. Mom went to check
where they wanted us to dock. It was tricky but she
thought she knew where to go. She wanted to turn
around and be heading out and as she made her turn the
boat got stuck hard. They tried everything but couldn®

get off. After realizing there was no hope Dad told
Mom to call Tow Boat. While waiting for the tow, Dad
decided to go into the water to see if there was
anything wrong with the prop. It seems that al our bad
luck comes on the thirteenth of the month. Dad did find
out what was and it wasn®the prop. The new strut that
was made in Demopolis had completely broken off.
There is no facility in Ashtabula to pull a boat with a
mast up and Dad refuses to take the boat out of the
water here. While Dad checked out our options, Mom
and Diane waked to the store to get some
refreshments. The walk was longer than they expected
and it was getting really hot. Once back at the boat it
was time for showers and then dinner. Dad was
exhausted and fell asleep soon after.

Wednesday, July 14, 2004 - Day 346 - Dad
swayed back and forth whether to head out. The
forecast was bad. Everyone persuaded him to wait
especially considering our crippled boat. Mom and
Dad decided to check out the town. At the top of the
town they could see white caps even quite a distance
away. Dad was becoming convinced that it was the
right decision to stay. They had stopped for lunch in
town and upon returning Mom worked on the
computer and Dad napped. We got a little freedom off
and on during the day. As the day progressed the wind
picked up. While they were watching a movie in the
clubhouse there were about three nasty storms that
passed through with lots of rain. Someone came in the
club and said he had just come in and had experience
amost 50 knots of wind! All night the winds howled
but we were secure at the dock.

Thursday, July 15, 2004 - Day 347 - Dad had tried
to make arrangements with a diver to remove the
propeller and then the broken section of the strut but
never got a call back. The weather is still nasty so we
may be here another couple of days. The plan now isto
go to Grand River, which is a short hop up the coast,
haul the boat out, remove the prop and strut then put
Tara back in the water and try to limp home. The
Walls plan to stay with us just in case. Everyone was
just laid back this morning. Mom had to go up to the



clubhouse and Rusty tried to follow. She was leashed
to the boat and still tried to jump, but didn® make it.
Dad heard her hit the water and quickly fished her out.
She only got her tail and hind legs wet.

Friday, July 16, 2004 - Day 348 -The forecast was
favorable so both boats left Ashtabula around 7:00 for
the bridge opening. Tara slowly motored past the
bridge; Dad hoisted the sails then turned the motor off.
Of course the wind was "on the nose" (coming straight
out of the west) so we had to tack back and forth al the
way. Except for an occasional change in reefing the
main or furling the jib we carried full sail some of the
way and reefed main and full jib most of the way. It
was a beautiful sail but it took us amost ten hours to
get to Fairport/Grand Haven. It is twenty-seven miles
between but by tacking we covered fifty-four miles.
Cooley dept in her cubbyhole all the way. Rusty
snuggled with her but later on went below while Cocoa
stayed down in the cabin the whole time. Rusty lost her
"cookies" again. Mom was so nervous that she even
got out our life jackets and put one on Cocoa. It wasn®
long and she managed to wiggle out of it. By the time
we got settled at Grand Haven Y acht Club and they ate
dinner everyone was exhausted especialy the guys.
They had all the "muscle" work on today®cruise.

Saturday, July 17, 2004 - Day 349 - The word is
the boat can®be pulled out until Monday so here we®
stay. The wind has changed direction and has died
down alot. Wouldn®you know it changes for the good
when we aren®abl e to be on the go? Oh well, it rained
off and on al day so it must be for the better. Dad
worked on the boat a little before his afternoon nap.
Mom and Diane got a ride to the laundry thanks to a
good boat neighbor. Sue has cruised alot so she knows
what it®like to not have things like alaundry close by.
It®a good thing that is done because Dad was amost
out of underwear.

Sunday, July 18, 2004 — Day 350 - The wind
direction was just right for us with the velocity still
doable. Slowly we motored out of the river until Dad
could hoist the mainsail. Once out in the open lake we
again headed west. At first the winds were realy light.
Until noon the knot meter kept registering two knots
and sometimes less. Needless to say we weren®
making good time. The only good thing it was behind
us so we didn®need to tack. Our GPS has an estimated
time of arrival (ETA) and at one point it told us we
would arrive at our destination after 1:00 am.! Luckily
the wind did pick up and we made it to Lorain around
5:30. Dad had put the autopilot on most of the way so
it was an easy ride even though it took a long time. It
was over 55 miles the whole way. Mom gave Rusty a
pill this time and she was out of it most of the day. At
least she didn®get sick. Both boats got slips next to
each other. Once settled they all went to dinner and
retired to their "homes".

Monday, July 19, 2004 - Day 351 -We left Lorain
with the forecast of 10-15 knots of wind that would be
a reach aong the shore. It was decided to skip
Vermillion and head straight to Huron. This destination
would be half way between Port Clinton and Lorain.
Mom, Dad, Diane and Fred® friends Bob, Nancy,
Hank and Jan, from Jolly Roger Sailing Club had
planned to meet up with the two boats and continue to
our homeport with us. We were able to sail the whole
way but the boats coming from the west had a short
sail and then turned their motors on. Before 2:00 al
four boats where safely docked in the Huron Boat
Basin. We got little time outside because they all got
together for snacks and later for dinner on the dock. By
the time it got dark everyone had returned to their
boats for the night.

Tuesday, July 20, 2004 — Day 352 - The wind
velocity and direction seemed just right to reach our
next destination - Put in Bay. No one else was aware
that Dad had decided to go so everyone was scurrying
to get their boats ready to leave. Getting into open
water proved to be the right decision. It was a
beautiful, relaxing sail al the way on one tack. By the
time we reached South Bass Idand the wind
completely died. Luckily we didn®have far to motor
and tie on to amooring ball. It wasn®long before Mom
and Dad left to take the water taxi ashore. They were
able to meet several old friends who were at the Bay
for Junior Bay Week. They even got aride out near the
airport to have dinner. Mom, Dad, Hank, Jan, Bob and
Nancy joined Jm Bradley and Tim Marriott there.
Mom checked out a couple of shops then wanted to
return to the boat while Dad stayed on shore and
"relaxed" at the Beer Barrel with Bob and Hank. It
wasn®too long before Dad returned to the boat and
was soon fast asleep.



Wednesday, July 21, 2004 - Day 353 — They spent
alittle more time on the boat this morning but by 9:30
they called for a taxi to shore. Don and Kate were
coming by ferry from Catawba to have lunch with
Mom and Dad at Frosty®. Bob and Nancy were able to
join them around noon. By 1:00 Don and Kate were on
the bus back to the ferry dock and Mike and Jeanne
were coming in around 2:00 on the ferry from Port
Clinton. They al sat around the park talking for a bit
then got on the water taxi back to the boat. Mom
convinced Jeanne to go swimming off the boat and
soon Dad, Mike and Bob were in the water too. Nancy
was dill on shore shopping. Once they were done
swimming it was getting close to dinnertime. Mom
called Diane and made plans for everyone to meet at
6:00. After dinner, Mom, Dad, Bob and Nancy saw
Mike and Jeanne off to the ferry and then caught the
taxi back to the boat. We got a little freedom before
dark.

Thursday, July 22, 2004 - Day 354 - The forecast
was favorable so they cast off the mooring ball about
7:30 so as to avoid sailing through the junior®
racecourse. It was perfect timing because the kids were
just starting to come out into open water. At first it was
a little windy so Dad put a double reef in the main but
soon he let the whole mainsail out. We didn®make any
speed records but kept moving and after only a couple
of tacks we entered the Cooley Cand
around 1:15 - home at last! Just short
eleven days from being gone a year and
over 5700 miles this most amazing trip
has ended. They plan to keep the boat in
the water until the fal but won®be able
to take it out and safely sail considering the current
breakdown. The boat needs a lot of maintenance so it
will be easier to work on it while it is in the water.
They removed a few things from the boat and took us
back to the house. Now we don®know what to do with
all this space!
