West Marineto Close 30 to 40 Stores
Taken from Boating I ndustry
www.boating-industry.com

Boating supplies retail chain West Marine, Inc.
(Nasdag: WMAR) plans to close 30 to 40
underperforming stores and undergo a dramatic
reduction in expenses, CEO Peter Harris stated in an
earnings conference call earlier thisweek. Thisisduein
part to what Harris described as a flat or declining
marine marketplace caused by a reduction in boat usage
and spending.

"Thisis atransition period for West Marine,” he said
in a statement. “We are taking aggressive action to
solidify the store foundation and reduce expenses in
order to position the company for long-term profitability
and growth."

Closing the stores will cost the retailer $8 to $10
million, not counting the $3.5 million one-time write-off
the company is taking related to the performance of
those “underperforming” stores. But Harris said the
potential cost savings, to be fully realized in 2007, is 300
basis points.

This news comes as the company released its
operating results for the second quarter of 2006. As
reported last month, net sales for the thirteen weeks
ended July 1 were $264.5 million, an increase of 4.3
percent from net sales of $253.5 million for the same
period a year ago. Comparable store sales increased 2.3
percent for the thirteen weeks ended July 1.

Net income for the thirteen-week period was $14.0
million, or $0.65 per share, including a $3.5 million pre-
tax, non-cash asset impairment charge, or $0.09 per
share after-tax, compared to net income of $22.8 million,
or $1.07 per share, for the same period a year ago.

Net sales for the twenty-six weeks ended July 1 were
$397.2 million, an increase of 4.8 percent from net sales
of $378.9 million for the same period a year ago.
Comparable store salesincreased 3.1 percent.  Net
income for the twenty-six week period was $4.7 million,

or $0.22 per share,

including a $3.5

million pre-tax

asset impairment

charge, or $0.09

per share after tax,

compared to net

income of $17.3 million, or $0.81 per share, for the same
period a year ago.

"We are disappointed that we have not achieved our
earnings goals for the first half of the year,” Harris
commented in a statement.

Excluding costs related to store closures, the
company now expects earnings for the full year 2006
will range from approximately $0.05 to $0.10 per share,
based on projected comparable store sales increases
ranging from 1.5 percent to 2.5 percent for the year.

One highlight Harris pointed out during the cal isthe
company’ s e-commerce success. Web site revenues have
grown significantly so far this year, he explained, and
the company expects to increase its focus on this channel
in the future.

Lake Erie Mirageis Not Impossible
Taken from the Monroe Evening News — 8/1/06

Scientists say it's a mirage. Others swear that when
the weather is right, Clevelanders can see across Lake
Erie and spot Canadian trees and buildings 50 miles
away.

Such eyewitness accounts have long been part of the
city’ shistory.

“The whole sweep of the Canadian shore stood out as
if less than three miles away.” A story in the Cleveland
Plain Deder proclaimed in 1906. “The distant points
across the lake stood out for nearly an hour and then
faded away.”

“1 can see how this could be possible,” said Lawrence
Krauss, chairman of the Physics Department at Case
Western Reserve University.

Krauss and Joe Prahl, chairman of the Mechanical
and Aerospace Engineering Department at Case, said
mirages can occur during an atmospheric inversion, in
which alayer of cold air blankets the lake and is topped
by layers of increasing warm air. When this happens, it
can cause the light that filters through these layers from
across the lake to bend, forming a lens that can create the
illusion of distant objects.

The scientists said the air has to be extremely calm
for the mirage to appear. If the wind blows, it distorts or
dissolves the image.

Prahl and Krauss said such amirageisrare. But Tom
Schmidlin, a meteorologist in the Geography
Department at Kent State University, said it's hardly

unheard of. “It's not terribly unusual. Sailors are always
exposed to thiskind of thing.” Hesaid. Prahl,  who
regularly sails his 30-foot sloop Seabird from Cleveland
to Canada, has never seen it.

But Bob Boughner, a reporter for the Chatham Daily
News in Ontario, said he's seen Cleveland from across
Lake Erie twice, the first time four summers ago while
driving along a road near the lake. He saw it again two
summers ago while driving along the same road. “I
happened to look across the lake and, geez, | couldn’t
believe the sight,” Boughner said. “I could see the cars
and the stoplights. | could even make out the different
colors of the vehicles. It lasted a good two or three
minutes.”
